Applications for entry mustbe made in per-
son by the applicant at a Dominion Land
Ageney or Subagency for the district in which
the land is situate. Entry by proxy may how
ever, be made at an Agency on certain con-
ditions by the father or mother, son, daughter,
brother or sister of any intending homesteader.
The homesteader is required to perform the
homestead dutiér undes one of the following
plans.
(1) At least six months residence upon and
cultivation of the landin each year for three
years.

2 A homesteader may, if it so .desired p
form the required residence duties by living
on farming land owned solely by him, not less
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in the vicinity
of his homestead, Joint ownership in land
will not meet this requirement.
(3)- If the father (or mother. if the father is
deceased) of homesteader has permanentresi
ence on farming land owned solely by him_
not less than cighty (80) acres in extent in the
vicinity of the Homestead, or upon a home
stead entered for by him in the vicinity sucl
homesteader may perform his own residence
duties by living wjth the father or mother.)
{4) 'The term “‘vicinity in the two paeceding
paragraphs is defined as meaning not mon
than nine milesin a direct line, exclusive.of
the width of road allowance crossed in the
measurement.
