In January the heights
commanding the harbor of Port Arthur
were captured by the Japanese, the war-
ships ia the harbor sunk or destroycd and
the city surrendered.
In midsummer came the great naval
battle of the Sea of Japan, the greatest
conflict on the high seas since Nelson
fought and won at Trafalgar.Negotiations
for peace and finally the peace treaty of
Portsmouth signed in August, ended the
war.

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ended Russia’s troubles. Strikes, up-
risings and popular demands led the
Cazar to abdicate his absolute power and
promise the establisbment of civil
liberty and representative, institutions in
Russia, but these reforms were too long
delayed and the year closes upon the
nation in a condition but one step re
moved from a general civil war,

Japan emerged from the war hard
pressed financizlly but with tremendously
enhanced military and naval prestige and
has since raised and repaired the sunken
Russian warships and added them to her
fleets. She has now, despite some losses
during the war, a navy 50 per cent
stronger than that with which she began
the struggle, and this after having
destroyed or captured almost the entire
Pacific and Baltic fleets of Russia, either
of which was stronger in ships, guns and
numbers of men than her own. Though
the Jupanese people were dissatisfied
with the terms of peace, history will
record her achievements as unexampled
and the peace as most advantageous.
She gained miore than all she had ciaimed
at the outset, and Korea has become a
Japanese Province.

In great Britain two noteworthy treat-
ies are salient featuresof the year'sevents.
A treaty with France settled all outstand-
ing questions as to boundaries and con-
flicting claims in Egypt, Morocco, and
throughout, Africa as well as the French
Shore ' question in Newfoundland. - A
perfect accord was  established between
the two nations across the Channel. In
internal affairs the resignation of the
Balfour Administration asa strategical
move, and the formation ofa Liberal
Government under Sir Campbell Banner-
man signalises the close of the year,
Among other European powers the
most signal change took place in Scan-
dinavia resulting in the peaceful separa-
tion of Norway Sweden, the
deliberate choice of the monarchical form
of government by the people of Norway
and the choice of a Danish Prince as their
King. Germany has continued with
varying success her long and costly
warfare with the Hereros in Southwest
Africa, [urkey has been coerced by a
naval demonstration of the powers to
give eftect to long promised reforms in
Macedonia.

In India the conflict between Lord
Curzon and Lord Kitchener and the
resignation of the former owing to
irreconcileable differences regarding the
civil and military authorities in adminis-
tration, formed a salient feature of the
year's events. The visit of the Prince and
‘Princess of Wales to the Indian Empire
marks the close of the year.

In the United States among the events
which were of most absorbing interest to
Canadians were the civic elections in New
York City resulting in the re-election of
Mayor McLellan and District Attorney
Jerome; the alarming revelations brought
out by a legislative committee of inquiry
into the great insurance companies which
have so many thousands of policy holders
in the [Dominion; and the strong revival
in New England of the movement for
reciprocity with Canada.

Coming to our own Dominion the year
has been marked by almost unexampled
prosperity, trade larger than ever before,
busy industries, good crops and revenues
the largest in our history, There has
been an unusual inflow of migration from

Our own Island has witnessed strange
things during the . year. Short crops in
1004 had ill prepared our people for the
unexampled rigor of the winter of 1905,
It became necessary to import large
quantities of hay which owing to the
entire failure of our winter service during
a period of two months it wasimpossibleto
&et it across the its. In the i
our railway was closed or only in partial
operation for an unexampled perlod
owing to cold and fierce storms: so that
the winter proved to be one of the worst
in a generation past.
The winter's trials led to an agitation
for improving our winter communications
by of ther and stronger wiater
steamer and the construction of a Tunnel
at the Capes. A Provincial Convention
was held and a delegation sent to Ottawa
to present our case, which was followed
by a series of meetings addressed by them
after their return. Inthe meantime the
Legislature took up the question, unani-
mously adopting a memorial in favor of
the Tunnel and the new steamer, which
memorial was presented at Ottawa by an
official delegation. As the result of these
movements—incidents of which were the
famous Tunnel Tea at Cape Traverse and
the wide circulation of Tunnel Stamps—
the new steamer bhas been promised, to-
gether with an official inquiry and report
as to the practicability of the Tunnel.
The spring, sSummer autumn and early
winter have been most propitious. Our
farmers have harvested good crops and
have realised good prices. Trade has
flourished and few failures have marked
the business of the year. The year closes
with the pecple of thé Island and Canada
full of heart and hope and [with an out-
look which in its general aspects has
seldom appeared brighter.
