sorrow. During the short time
your boy had been in this country,
he had greatly endeared himself
to all that knew him, and his loss
is keenly felt here. As a Soldler
his fidelity to duty, and earnest
desire to rise in the ranks enlisted
the commendation of his officers,
Col. Thompson, O.C. of his regi-
ment thought much of him and
sald, if Everett had been spared he
might have gone far in the ranks,
and while your boy was not per-
mitted to strike a blow in self-de-
fence against his treacherous ene-
my, yet he gave his all for King
and Empire, and the securlty and
peace of freedom loving ple
everywhere, and having joined
the ranks of the Immortals, his
name liveth forever.
