NANIMO, B. C., Dec. 27—(By The
Canadian Press)—M:ses Ward, Na-
~~imo Indiam, tells a story handed
n to him by his fathe: of the

Qoyal, 80 years ago, bringing the
first coal miners from Stafford-
shire, England.

Bermuda Raises
‘Duty on Produce

% (By The Canadian Press)
HAMILTON, Bermuda, Cec. 27—
“pon’t tell me Bermuda is develop-
ing an’economic nationalism these
days!” youthful Premier Mitchell
Hepburn of Ontario exclaimed dur-
ing a fleeting visit here after he
had been told the colony's legisla-
tors planned tariff raising—but
Bermuda has disregarded his warn-

ing.

In an effort to give further pro-
tection to local farming, the De-
partment of Agriculture has been
urging on the gocvernment a num-
ber of changes in the duties on im-
ported agricultural products which
can be produced in the coral isles.

And now the House of Assembly
has acted to make the following
changes: A duty of two pence a
pound will be levied on fresh b-oc-
coli from Jan. 1 to Dec. 31, The
six pence duty on every 100 pounds
of cabbage will be applicable in
December as well as from Jan. 1
to June 30. Three pence a pound
will be charged on imported cauli-
flower from Jan. 1 to June 30 and
duriny December.

A two_pence duty on tomatoes
will be ‘tmpos:d throughout the
year, as against the present perixd,
Jan. 1 to July 31
