out fear or favor. Surely no better
opportunity could be desired to test

the calibre of the prosecutor or the
honesty of the government.
It would appear to an outsider

that there is too much emphasis laid
upon the active and too little upon
the passive sinners. The men who,
contrary to law, contrary to the
wishee >f the citizens, contrary to all

morel and religious obligations, run
open saloons in & law abiding com-;
munity like Montague are, to all in-
tents and purposes, active sinners.
There i¢ no gainsaying that, 'The
law abiding citizens ' who, permit it
without a stronger protest than ..a
general complaint in a newspaper,
may very well be regarded as pas-
sive sinners, if our theology will ad-
mit of such a term.

The general statement that

prohibition province it is apparently
easy for anyone to procure all the
strong drink they wish for,”’- will
not apply to Queen’s or Prince Coun-
ties; nor, we hope to the whole of
King’s. There are spots, plague
spots, in each of the counties. They
are fewer today in the province than
ever before. They are confined to
small areas. Even in the city of
Charlottetown, the spots are so few

that only the initiated can find them
and through the persistent efforts of

the Prosecutor their geography :is
changing so often that even the in-
itiated fail quite frequently to 1lo-
cate them,

This is true of,Prince County as
well. It is true there are the few sore
spots hut generally speaking they
are so far apart that they affect
only the immediate community = in
which they exist. S

With all due reference again, it is
not fair to the province to brand the
Prohibition Act as a failure. The fact
that it has failed, as it apparently
has, in certain localities, must be
attributed to other causes than the
weakness of the Act. The localities
suffering from the curse must adopt
strong measures if they would be
purged and we do not admit that all
the means have yet been exhausted.

NEW BATTLESHIPS
FOR BRITISH NAVY

LONDON, Jan. 15.—According to
the ‘‘Daily ‘Mail’’ the work of fram-
ing the British navy for the coming
year is nearly completed. The one
point remaining for decision, namely,
whether five or six battleships shall
be laid down, depends upon the Aus-
trian naval program.
If the admiralty decides to wait be-
fore taking action till the _Austrian
ships are laid down, it may be ex-
pected to be five battleships this
year. The naval program will then,
according to the present information
involve an expenditure of $240,000,-
000 and will include five battleships,
six light armoured cruisers, twenty
destroyere, several submarines, and
an addition of 5,000 men to the per-
sonnel, making a total of 142,500 of-
ficers and men.
The battleships will be of a new
type, the largest and strongest which
science can build or money supply.
They will be intermediate between the
present dreadnought battieship and
battle cruiser., They will be armed
in all probability with eight 16%-inch
guns, each firing 2,200-pound shells
or, if the 16%-inch gun is not adopt-
ed, with 15-inch guns firing shells
that weigh about 1,800 pounds.
