Canada is gaining markets down south. IExports
to Bermuda in the first 10 months of 1941 almost
doubled in value from the 1939 figures, according
to a report before the legislature on the operations
of the Bermuda IFood Control Board, Imports
from Canada in the period were valued at $1,900,-
000. In the months covered by the report, the
U. S, led in exports to Bermuda, sending $3,900,-
000 worth, The United Kingdom was third with
$1,700,000.  Canada monopolized the foodstuffs
trade, sending more than $1,000,000 worth,
against $846,000 for the U, S. and $423,000 for
the United Kingdom, But the Dominion lagged
far behind the others in dry goods, shipping only
$50,000 worth.

It may serve to mnupset
the time-table of the Japanese war
lords just as the Grecian and
Cretan enterprise put Hitler out of
time and out of tune. We must
leave these matters to the decision
of the authorities and the judg-
ment of the future. But mean-
while, sve can only doff cur hats
to the defenders of our PBmpire's
outpost in the Far East. God for-
bid that {t shall devolve upon us
to perform a similar task, but it is
not beyond the bounds of possibil-
ity. We shall not fail. — Royal
Gazette (Hamilton Bermula.)

It is sald that no one ever learns
from history. But the Germans do,
althoughh they mould their history
to fit their learning. Like other
nations, they emake history by their
deeds. But unlike other mnaticns,
they make deeds of their own his-
tory. It is said that what has been
has been, and that even the gods
above cannot change the past. The
Germans, however, can. They are
rewriting history and are explain-
ing how things that happened did
not happen, or happened different-
ly, They are also remaking fistory.
Ia the last war, some German pro-
fessor — he must have been a dis-
ciple of Treitschke's — wrote that
if Germany were to be defeated,
history would have lost its mean-
ing. To the Gemman, history is
pointless, indeed it is not history
at all, but scmething quite dif-
ferent (it is not clear what) if it
does not lead to success in war
Germany was defeated — and his-
tory duly lost its meaning in Ger-
man eyes. Since then, the Germans
nave rewritten history — not only
their own — and have re-endorsed
it with profcund and baleful emean-
ing. 1t is this meaning they are de-
termined to fulfil. They are not
waging, bui re-making, war. The
Second World War is not merely
the continuation, hut the remaking
of the First. For the Eaglish the
last war, like all their wars, was a
job that had to be decne. — The
Nineteenth Century (London),

In the last war propaganda has a
vast effect upon the Germans —
and then there was no radio. Now
the alr waves carry cn a propa-
ganda that is believed to have an
effect in Germany despite all the
terrors attached by the Nazis to
“listening in.” As a sample of this
propaganda London has a new and
effective feature broadcast intro-
duced iato the B C. Gemnan
transenission.  German  casualties
are announced to the German
people to the tick-tock of a cleck,
thus: Speaker: “‘Can ycu hear the
ticking of a clock? Can you hear
the ticking of the seconds on the
clock in your own room? (Tick-
tock, up and down). “One, two....
every seventh second a German
soldier dies in Russia ...According
to reliable neutral reports during
the first four months of the Rus-
slan campaign, more than a million
German soldiers died in Russia:
80,000 every week—500 every hour:
eight dead every minute.,. every
seventh second a German died 1n

Russia .... hour by hour day and
night.... day and night "every
seventh second..... “Is it your son?

Your thusband? ¥our brother? ....
every seventh second—shot .....
drowned ..... frozen to death.
Every seventh second .... how
much longer.”

No comprehensive account of the
naval effort in the war would be
complete without special reference
to the work c¢f cur submarine
service. The sukmarines play no
part in greai sea battles, their con-
tribution to the success of combin-
ed naval and milit: operations
is indirect, and since the result of
their successes, though well kaown
to the enemy, are rarely known in
detail and with certainty to our-
selves, they secure little publicity.
Nevertheless, the power of the sub-
marine to interfere with the
enemy’s use of the sea in areas
where surface forces are not avail-
able, or where it is inadvisable for
them to operate, is of he greatest
value fo the exercise of sea-power,
This function has bzen practised
taroughout the war with energ
and with the lavish use of aﬂ
available strength, The execution
has been characterized by ardour,
fortitude and initlative. The Prime
Minister has told us that during
1941 our submarines have sunk or
damaged seventeen enemy warships
and 105 supply skips. Not only is
the actual loss a serlous matter to
the enemy, but the oversea com-
munications to his armies must
have been hampersd by the de-
lays and inconveniences due to the
anti-submarine measures imposed
upon him. The much to be de-
plored 13sses In submarines and in
their gallant crews have been in
greater proportion than in any
other branch of the Recyal Navy
And yet it has been officially
stated that entry into this service
is keenly soughit by officers and
men, All honour to the submarine
service.
