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THE POST OFFICE,

If Claudius at Rome wanted to
write to his sweetheart, who chanced
to dwell in the surburbs, he would

to carry the message, and then it
robbers did not take hold of the
faithful domestic and kill him, Clau-
dius might expect to receive a reply
some time during the same month.
It was a pretty tedious way of cor-
responding in those days, and so it
continued up to the thirteenth cen-
tury . Of course the government
had a regular system for sending
messages to other governments, but
this organization was only for the
use of kings.

The word ‘‘post’’ comes from n
Latin word meaning to place, and
its use in connection with the rostal
service is derived from the fact that
horses and men were placed at differ-
ent stations or posts afong the
roads carrying such messages as the
Roman senate chose to communicate
to the government of some distance
province.

The first instance of the post being
used for private communications,—
which in fact was the beginning of
the post office of today,—was at the
University of Paris in the thirteenth
entury. It appears that the stud-
:nts then, as now, would frequently
find it necessary to write home for
additional funds, and therefore stud-
ents were in greater need of such a
system than anylody else. According-
ly, they worked out some sort of a
scheme for, the carrying of mail to
wrd from various  cities of France:
I'he popularity of the idea as opros-
:d to the older. method of sending a
orivate servant with each letter soon
ipread through' France, i
It was nearly two centuries later,
however, that the government took
hold of the system and made it a
national business. ' On June 19th,
1464, King Louis XI, issued a royal
edict which resulted in the establish-
ment of post stations along all the
orincipal roads.

The post office was instituted in
other countries, but the rate of pos-
tage was extremely high. It was not
until the nineteenth century that the
penny post was brought about, and
it was shortly after its introduction
that the first postage stamp came
into use. The postage stamp is
probably the commonest thing in ex-
istence today, and the first one was
designed by Mulready, and was first
used on May 6th, 1840..
