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AN AFTER-DINNER SPEECH.

Whether the banquet accorded to Mr. Gerard, the
American Ambassador in Berlin, on his return to that
city was of the usual sumptuous character or was mo-
dified by the war time conditions, does not appear in
the newspaper reports of that function. Whatever the
menu was, however, one of the after-dinner speeches,
that of Mr. Gerard himself, is creating no end of in-
digestion, »\m(mg other things hhe is reported to have
stated that “never since the beginning of the war have
the relations ‘between the United States and Germany
been so cordial as now.” This statement is resented
in the United States by those who have not forgotten
the “strict accountability” note of the President and
who have been perturbed more than once since by the
fear that this strict accountability would be exacted.
The Ambassador’s olive branch Wwas hailed with delight
in Germany as smoothing over the somewhat belliger-
ent tone of recent United States notes. United States
officials are very reticent over the matter, confining
themselves to the simple statement that the govern-
ment wants :to know éxactly what “the Amhassador
said. The action of the government js interpreted as
evidence of the 1mpori:mce attached to the possible
effect of such an uttérance: upon public opinion in the
Allied countries where puiblished reports have shown
an impression that the President’s note was in some
way connected with the Central Powers’ peace propo-
sal and every-effort is being made to dispel this be-
lief.
