At the same time, Russlan in-
formants reiterated that Moscow’s
vast garrison would “continue to
fight as long as it has a single
shell left,” although acknowledging
that the problem of supply became
more acute as the German envelop-
ment manoeuvre proceeded.

(The British Broadcasting Corpor-
ation was heard in New York to
announce that Joseph Stalin ‘g
known to be still in the Russlan
capital.”)

“The withdrawal of the govern-
ment would not mean that we con-
cede the fall of Moscow, although
we don't deny that the situation
s grim,” they added. “Remember
that the French government with-
drew from Paris in the first great
war and Parls did not fall The
withdrawal from Moscow merely
would mean that the leaders want
to be free to continue the direction
of war operations without the dis-
tractions and restrictions of a be-

The Soviet's apparent plan to set
