Mr. Euler who has
Canada’s chief travelling salesman
siarled  the negiotiations  with
Germany during his European tour
this summer and in a few weeks will
be 0if on another mis-ion to Aus-
tralia and New Zealand.

The German agreement is the
reult of Mr. Euler's travels. He ar-
ranged a removal of embargoes on
trade between Canada and Russia
arlier but made no agreement with
that country.

While Canada has never had a
trade agreement with Germany
during the past few years a teme
porary arrangement, effected by cx-
shange of notes has been in op-
