DEUTSCHLAND CARGO VALUED
I AT $10,000,000.

: BRIDGEPORT, Conn, Nov. 6.—
That the cargo of the German mer-
chant submarine Deutschland now at

that our enemies ghall ever triumph.”
So said His Grave, Archbishop
Brichesi, addressing the thcusands of
officers, soldiers and civilians, who
crowded Notre Dame Church, to take
part in the solemn Requiem Mass,
for Canada’s dead, for those who
have made the supreme sacrifice cn
the fields of France and Flanders and
egpecially for the officers’ and men of
hte 22nd Battalion.

Perhaps never in its history has
Notre Dame wittnessed such a gather-
ing. = The whole nave of the church
was needell to accommcdate detach-
ments of every local regiment, whilet
special places in front of the Sanct-
uary rail had been reserved for Lieu-
tenant General Sir Sam Hughes and
his aides, representatives of the Fed-
eral Provincial, ghd municipal Gov-
ernment, representatives of Bench
and Bas and delegates frcm the
Chambre of Commerce and'the Board
of ITrde. '

The Mass had been arranged for
by returned officers of the gallant
22nd French Canadian regiment and
was destined to commemorate the
gloricus deedg of that famoue unit,
which has, like thé original Princess
Patricias, been well nigh completely
wiped out. As His Grace, at the con-
clusion of the Mags, encounterd the
bravery and self-sacrifice of the
French-Canadian boys who had gone
to the flelds of Flanders to fight for
their dear ones at home, many an
eye wag dimmed with tearse. To
many the words of His Grace had
particular significance, as many were
«the fathers and mothers or other re.
latives of those who had fallen on
the Field of Honor. For these latter
special places had been reserved, as
well as for a couple of hundred scid-
iers, who have returned wounded and
are now being treated in local con-
valescent homes.

His Grace the Archbishop officla-
ted in perscn at the solemn pontifi-
cal High Mass, assisted by the Rev.
Father Deschamos as assistant
priest, Father Belanger and Dubuc,
as assistant' deacons Father Bouhiery
P. 8. S. as Deacon and Father Bro.
deur ag sub-deacon. The Mass was
fully choral.

The church wag draped in deepest
mourning, the immense catafdalque,
used only on state occasions, being
draped probably for the first time in
ite  history, in the Union Jack.
