BIDDING TACTICS
Many fine players shade their
honor-trick: values to open the bid-
ding with very good distribution,
especially in the major suits. When
this is done, however, care must be
taken to avoid ‘“exciting” one’s
partner. The bidding tactics em-
pleyed by North in today’'s deal
are too dangerous.
North dealer. -

West, fortunately for - himself,

promptly laid down the diamond
ace, and South did not even trouble
to play out the hand—he could
not hope to avcid the loss of a
spade trick.

It goes without saying that at
least 90 per cent of the blame for
this bad result rested on North.
It was not so tuch his ‘decision
to open the bidding with shaded
honor values; it was the fact that
he did not protect himself on the
next round when South responded
with two hearts. Granted, North
had excellent heart suppert and
every reason to aim at a game
contract ¥n hearts, but he smiply
could not afford to give South
as much encouragement as an im-
mediate raise might give him.

In a case of this sort, “natural”
bidding must be tempted by the
necessity to discourage partner,
Who can blame South for becoming
optimistic when his simple takeout
to two hearts met immediate sup-
port? He had refrained from
making a jump takeout only to
hear North's voluntary rebid; now
that he had heard it, it was in-
conceivable that there should not
be at least a good play for a slen—
no worse than a finesse if North
disappointingly had the ace-queen
rather than the ace-king of spades.

As a  “slow-down” measure,
North should have distorted the
bidding on the second round to
bid two spades — this, of course,

assuming that he insisted on open-
ing the hand in the first place!
