Business Shows
Big Advance

OTTAWA, Nov, T7—(CP)—Pro-
ductive operations of Canadian
business showed an increase of al-
most one fifth in the first nine
months. of this year, compared
with the same period in 1939, the
Dominion Bureau of Statistics said

today.
The bureau reported its index of

the physical volume of business
averaged 142 during the nine
months, compared with 119 in the

first nine months of last year.
“Contracts placed for building
of plants and for war supplies led
to expansion  directly in industries
connected with the war, while
indirectly, an  accelerating in-
fluence resulted in a considerable
expansion in industries supplying

consumption goods,” the . report
said.
Commodity  prices averaged

about 12 per cent higher during
the nine months of the present
year. An appreciable advance dur-
ing the last four months of 1930
resulted in a higher standing in
the early part of 1940, The index

averaged 826 against 738 last
year,

The war had an adverse in-
fluence on security prices, the

bureau said. Dominion bonds de-
clined sharply in the first nine

months of the war but the drop

was counteracted partially by an
advance in subsequent months. The
average index of capitalized bond

yields was-137.5 against 158.7.

Text Of Speech
From Throne
Read Yesterday

OTTAWA, Nov. T —(CP) —Text
of the speech from the throne, read
by the Governor-General at the
opening of Parliament today, fol-
lows:

Honorable members of the Senate:
Members of the House of Comm.ons:

Since last you met for delibera-
tion, all countries have come to
a clearer conception of the magni-
tude of the present conflict and its
menace to civilization.

Additional nations have been
threatened with war, or have be-
come Involved in war. But ltt™ of
freedom is now left in  Europe.
Force and fear have heen supple-
mented by subtle intrigue.

International tension has beeh
heightened by the formation of an
alliance between the axis powers
and Japan.

While these events have added |
enormously to the uncertainties o
the world situation, other events of
even greater significance have serv-
ed to confirm our confidence in e
ultimate outcome of the struggle.
First and foremost has been the
magnificent resistance of the Unit-
ed Kingdom.

For four months, Britain has con-
stituted the front Iline of battle
against the forces of aggression.
The spectacular advance of theT
enemy has been halted by the in-
domitable spirlt of her people.

The destruction of freedom
throughout FEurope has awakened,
in thé western hemisphere, a fuller
consciousness of the Nazi menace.
In the face of the common peril
there has arisen a closer associa-
tion and an increasing measure of
co-operation between -the United
States of America and the nations
of the British commonwealth.

You have been summoned at this
time that opportunity may be af-
forded for the fullest consideration
and discussion of Canada's war ef-
fort and of national problems which
war has served to intensify or
create. You will be fully advised of
international developments;  of
Canada’'s co-operation with the
United Kingdom, and of relations
with the United States.

The measures which will be sub-
mitted to you are ‘such as' seem
necessary to my advisers for the
welfare of the country, and for the
prosecution of the war to the ut-
most of our strength.

Lord
Halifax also was blamed for the
decision to close the Burma road
in an effort to bring Japan and
China closer to a negotiated peace.
It is true the decision could not
have been taken without the For-
eign Secretary's consent but it
was the Australlan Government,
not Lord Halifax, which insisted
upon an attempt to placate Japan
in the Far FEast.
