On Friday, July 5th, Scouts from
Alberton to Montague will converge
In Charlottetown to do bonour to
Lord Baden-Pcwell of Gilwell,
founder of a world wide youth
movement that has done moie in
its time .to foster and develop a
prother-hood that embraces lang-
uages, classes, creeds and races in-
to a common understanding than
any other organization.

The Chief Scout and Chief Guide
with their two daughters Hon, Betty
and Hon. Heather Baden-Powell
are nearing the completion of &
world tour that saw them every-
where enthusiastically received and
entertained. In their visit to Prince
Bdward ‘Island, the smallest prov-
fnce in the Dominion citizens in
common ' with Scouts and Guides
will extend a hearty welcome to the
distinguished visitors and bid them
a pleasant stey in their  short so-
journ in the “Garden Province.”

. The camp in which the idea of
the Scout movement first took con-
crete shape consisted of only. four
patrols—Curlews, Ravens, Wolves,
and Bulls—with a total strenzth of
twenty Scouts. Out of that tiny
nucleus has grown the present
world-wide ' Association of some 2,-
000,000 ‘'members. From its earliest
days the Association ~has grown
with ~ extraordinary rapidity. In
January, 1908, it did not exist.
Three and a half years later the
Duke of Connaught was able to
announce that it had spread to all
parts of the Empire with a world-
membership of & quarter of -a mil-
lion, and in 1912 it recelved the
grant of a Royal Charter. Not
many public organizations have at-
tained that dignity at so early a
stage in thelr career. But the Boy
Soout movement is something more
than an organization, It is a living
! thi ring. and _the

yeal origin dates far back in the
boyhood of Sir - Robert Baden-
Powell, at school and in the holi-
days. His scouting then actually was
boy scouting, boin and pred in the
country. At first it took the prim=
{tive form of tracking small animals
and hiding from possible enemies in
the shape of masters or keepeis. BY
degrees he bezan to learn in the
town as well as i the country, on
water as on land, to fend for him-
self, to observe and to make men-
tal note of what he saw, to find out
how things we:e done, and in small
ways how to do some of them with
his own hands. In later life the
idea came to him that the practical
knowledge he had picked up in this
way might be used in nelping to
teach others—might be handed on,
for nce, to the young soldiers
in his own regiment, as a human
training supplementary to their
duties—and . that
in course of time. they would learn,
by constant and intelligent exercise
of brain and limbs and hand and
and In fact of all the senses,
to teach themselves.

Although organized locally these
troops were not organized officially,
that s, they did not fulfill and dis-
charge all the duties required by the
Dominion organization, but they
carried on more or less successfully,
peing led by a devoted band of men
who had the interests of the rising
generation at heart. This is especi-
ally to be said of the Hon. Mr, Mac-
Kinnon, the Rev. Mr. Spriggs and
Mr. McMillan on whose choulders
the welght and responsibility of the
organization lay. The first troop at
St, Peters was organized by Rev. H.
Scott Smith, assisted by Mr. Fred
Hynes; the St. Dunstan’s organized
by Major W. J. McDonald and Mr.
Percy Halpenny, and the Zion by
Mr. J. A. McMillan, assisted by Mr.
George Walker. Unfortunately the
war broke out in the Fall of that
year and the demand was made up-
on the young men for service in de-
fense of their country to such an
extent that the local youths' organ-
jzations were greatly interfered with
and progress retarded. In those dsys
also there was a lack of leadership
so far as the Boy Scouts Movement

ally did not realize what the Move-
meént implied, and the few who did
were more or less transient, as soon
ag they became efficient they moved
away. This was especially the case
with St. Peter’'s Troop, which suf-
fered very greatly from repeated
losses of Scout Masters, St, Dun-
stan’s faired better for a time, hav-
ing both Mr. McDonald and Mr.
Halpenny in control, but even this
Scout Troop also was moribund for
a spell. Zion Church carried on for
a time but suificlent public spivit
was not behind it. As the “rising
hopes” of the first four years reach-
ed manhood there was no continuing
influx to maintain.a troop and it
went out of existence. In 1621, when
the other troops were quiescent St,
James-Ohurch formed a troop under
the direction of Mr. J. R Burnett,
Mr. Kenneth Martin becoming its
first organized Scout Master & few
years later.

Alas, the next public occasion on
which the Boy Scouts turned out was
to attend the funeral of their late
Commissioner, Mr. MacKinnon, hav-
ing passed away in April, 1928. That
year also proved a turning point
in the history of Scouting in this
Province due to the advent of Mr,
R, C. Parent, the Dominion official
in charge of Demonstration farms.
Mr, and Mrs. Parent had been as-
sociated with the Scout Movement
in New Brunswick and both are en-
thusiastic scouters. Mr. Parent
started a Troop in connection with
the Baptist Church and lent his
valuable services in reorganizing the
other troops in the city and in Sum-
merside and Montague. He also was
the means of resuscitating the As-
sociation and at the annual meeting
in 1929 Mr. Spriggs was nominated
and subsequently appointed Provin-
clal Commissioner-and Mr, G. Filli-
ter, Manager of the Bank of Mon-
treal, was appointed President .of
the Assoclation., From that date the
Scout Movement has grown trem-
endously in public opinion wnd est-
imation.

PROGRESS MADE
A great 'impetus was given the

movement in 1929 by the announce-
ment of a World Jamboree to be

held at Birkenhead, England, to
which this province sent three
Scouts, viz: Dick Filliter, Xing's
Scout, Bill Burnett, First Class

Scout, and Bob Beer, First Class
Scout.

The Zion Church Troop was re-
organized in 1932 with Mrs. Parent
in charge of the Cubs and Mr. Clar-
ence Walker and afterwards Mr.
Percy Cameron in charge of the
Scouts. St. Peter's was revived with
Mr. George Brady as Scout Master
and St. Paul's organized with Mr.
Wm, Warren as Scout Master and
Mr. Stewart Leigh as Assistant. The
Holy Redeemer with Mr. Fred Dris-
coll as Scout Master, and the Bas-
jlica with Mr. Kenneth McMillan
as Scout Master and Earl Norrie as
assistant. A Rover Scout and Cub
Group has been organized in Bede-
que by the Rev. A. G. Crowe, while
two troops have been formed or re-
suscitated at Summerside. Alber-
ton has its troop, under the Rev.
Mr. Wm. Phillips, as well as Mon-
tague, under Mr, A, Hume, while
others are being formed at Borden,
Crapaud and elsewhere.

In the early days several success-
ful summer camps were conducted
at Westville, Mr. J. A. McMillan in
reminiscent mood recalling these
early camps says: “We had one of
the best bunch' of boys that ever
slept under canvas and many of
them to-day are settled down, suc-
cessfully engaged in business. My
only regret is that we did not pos-
sess the means and opportunity of
sending some to Gilwell Camps to
form the nucleus of future leaders.”

To him
is largely due the successful resus-
citation of the Basilica Troop which
promises to be one of the leading
organizations in the Province. As
Scouts are not allowed to beg for
funds or anything else, means have
to be adopted for providing the ne-
cessary money to carry on. This is
supplied "by associate memberships
at $2.00 or $1.00 per head, together
with annual concerts and the instit-
ution of the Boy Scouts’ Apple Day.
The last named event has been car-
ried on for two years and proved
exceedingly popular with the Scouts,
with the citizens and with the apple
growers. In 1933 80 Cubs and
Scouts sold more than 5000 Island
MoIntosh Reds, and in 1934 180
Scouts sold over 9,000 apples. As
one of the duties of a Scout is to do
a good turn every day the Scouts
are always on the lookout to help
and be of assistance to somebody or
some deserving cause.
