“It is all too evident that after
over 175 years of low estate in this
Province any effort to ralse the
standard of our Indians as a whole to
. |a higher plane will be a long and
tedlous task, The Indians, whosej
|fathers once he'd sway on this Is-|
land, have a right to far better con-
ditlons and chances of making an'
honourable living than has been the
case in the past. We understand
that their children are not permitt-
ed to attend many public schools on
the Island on the plea that they are
dirty and consumptive. Indians, if
they are given the chance and acc-
ept it, can be as clean as any of
their white brothers, as was proved
in the last war and probably is being
proved in the present conflict.

Great efforts should be made by
the Dominion Government, of whem
they are wards, to improve their
health and home conditions and
their education, so that in a gener-
ation or so they could fill their place
in labour and the.. professions as
their brothers do in Western Can-
ada. In thig way they will become
citizens rather than wards of
Dominion. At a recent court case in
Montreal an Indian living on & re-
serve was compelled to report for
military duty as he was a British
subject. Surely a man comvelled to
fight for his country at the risk of
his life should be entitled to all the
privileges of his white brother. Ind-
ians are as much the children of
the Kingdom of God as the white
men, and should be given a chance
and opportunity, even if 1ii takes

time, to play their part as useful gmith

and good citizens in the upbuilding
of this Province and Dominion,
Many of our Indian women, whose
husbands or sons are serving in the
Forces, are squandering their war
{allowances, In this respect they are
not unlike a far too large number of
their white sisters. If the future of
