SUNDAY  SCHOOL  LSSON,

AUGUST 29, 1915,
GOD'S CARE FOR ELIJAH.
I. Kings 17: 1-16.

Golden Text: “Casting all your an-
xiety upon him, because he careth for
yow.” 1. Ret. 6: 7. |

Verses 1. The message of Elijah
was addressed to Ahab. The exact
time of the crisis that called it forth
is not given. Ahab was of Omri and
reigned twenty-two years from 875
to 853 B. C., He was a man of strong
and independent character. When he
ascended the throne of Israel the na.
tion was subject to Syria and the
court of Damascus dictated its policy.
Ahab secured its independance at the
battle of Aphek (1 Kiings 20: 4.) A.
mong other measures designed to
strengthen the Kingdom of Israel
Ahab entered into alliance with the
King of Phoenicia, taking Jezebel his
daughter as his wife. But Jezebel
brought the worship of the Phonei-
cian Baal into Israel. To please the
queen Ahab went so far as to build a
temple and erect an altar to Baal in
the capital city of Samaria. From
what appears in the latter account
Abhab was not an apostate from the
religion of Jehovah, but a lukewarm
adherent who saw no harm in yield-
ing to the scruples of Jezebel. The
prophets looked upon his conduct dif-
ferently. They were lamenting Jero- |
boam’s corruption of the worship of
Jehovah through the introduction of
the calves of Dan and Bethel. They
were impatiently waiting for a return
to the purer worship of Jerusalem. In-
stead of this Abad had sanctioned and
helped a further departure from the
ancestral path through the introduc-
tion of Baal worship. It must have
been some years after his accession
to the throne and when his attitude
and policy had been fully revealed
that Elijah finally presented himself
before the king, and delivered the
omiinous message that a prolonged
drought was to come on the land as
a scourge from Jehovah. The prop-
het's appearance and words do

imands are yielding them abundantly
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Israel. In the town of Zarephath near
Sidon there lived an unnamed widow
with her young son. Into her house
Elijah now came asking for that mor-
sel of bread which oriental hospitality
of bread which orientl hospitality
denies_ to no one. The famine had
waxed strong indeed since this widow
in answer to the prophet's request
found herself obliged to explain that
her provisions were exhausted. But
the prophet had come not only to
ask, but also to bestow a favor. The
widow’s extremity was Elijah’s  op-
portunity. It is a parable of life.
Everyone who stimulates the benevo-
lence of others by appealing to them
in sthis time of need may receive
something for his need, but he has
bestowed more than he has received.
He has opened the springs of good
will by stimulating benevolence. And
good will, though perhaps in a dif-
ferent sense from the case of the wid-
ow, is itself “the jar of meal” that
“wasted not” and the “cruse of oil”
that did not fail. God works his mira-
cles in different ways in different
ages and under different conditions. |
He may not ¢ reate material meal and
oil when the sources of these de-

in the ordinary ways of nature; but
he works the miracle of the unex-
hausted jar of meal and of the un-
failing cruse of oil when he leads the
sluggish and indolent to work in or-
der that they may have wherewith to
meet their own and their neighbor's
need. It is significant too that when

GROG WAS FIRST USED IN 1740,

See Daniels’ order prohibiting alco-
holic liquors on board ships of the
navy and at navy yards has given rise
to the question regarding the origin
of the word “grog.”

Vice-Admiral Vernon of the British
squadron operating in the West Indies
in 1740, the man for whom Washing-
ton's home was named, issued an or-
der from which the word “grog” orig-
inated. His purpose was to regulate
the personnel, to remedy existing con-
ditions and promote temperance.

Because of the demoralization of the
men brought through over indulgence
in rum, the order providing for the use
of diluted liquor was given. According
to this order a quart of water had to
be mixed with each pint of the West
Indian beverage, and the usual ration
was divided, half to be given before
eleven o’clock in the forenoon and the
other half to be given late in the after-
noon.

The men in their resentment at the
interference on the part of their sup
erjor, ironically dubbed the diluted
drink “grog” in his honor. ° Admiral
Vernon had been nicknamed *“Old
Grog,” because it was his custom to
wear a heavy storm coat of “gross-
grain,” or, as the common Engl ish
form was, “grogram.,”—Kansas City

Verse 2-7. The truth of the word of
Elijah could not be proved with the
lapse of time. And during that time
it was necessary for Elijah to exer-
¢ise patience and keep out of public
life. Meanwhile the world would ap-
parently move on as it had always
moved. Perhaps even the words and
his appearance would be forgotten. It
requires a strong conviction indeel
to enable one bodly to preach God's
will to men with the prospect that
many years may elapse before any
sign of the truth of one's words can
appear. To withdraw into obscurity
and risk being neglected and forgott-
en is no easy task. But Elijah faced
it and went into retirement. The place
of his retirement was  ‘“the
brook Cherith.” This stream runs
down from the heights of Upper Jud-
aea to the plains of Jericho through
a precipitous * country. Among the na-
tural caverns of the ravine, Elijah
probably found one in which he
might lodge awaiting the call of Jeho-
vah to the next public duty. Elijah's
life in retirement was not only one of
separation from his fellow beings, but
also of physical privation. Men have
often chosen the solitary life, But
they have done so because of indif-
ference to public affairs. Elijah was
not indifferent to the fate of his peo-
ple. Men have preferred to live as
ascetics denying their bodies the full-
er nourishment designed by nature
in order to win eternal salvation for
their souls. Elijah showed no sign
of concern concerning his soul. He
submitted to solitude and privation
in obedience tg God’s will. The dro-
ught he predicted came and grew sev-
erer and severer. But the God who
directed Elijah to deliver his mess-
age provided for his support through
the streamlet of Cherith and the
“bread and flesh” which the “ravens”
brought him. The natural curiosity
regarding the “ravens” and the food
they brought to Elijah and the man-
ner in which they secured it is not
easily satisfied. But the lesson is
clear. God furnishes strength and sup-
port to those who do his will,

DANGEROUS NITROGLYCERIN.

Nitroglycerin+ is a fearfully danger-
ous explosive and at a temperature of
only 100 degrees—that is, very.little |
more than the warmth of the human
body—it begins to decompose.

Tons of nitroglycerin are turned out
every day, for it is the explosive from
which guncotton is made. But all the
mixing vats are artificially cooled by
coils of cold water pipes.

The cleaner nitroglycerin is made
the less the danger. Consequently it
undergoes any number of washings be-
fore it is fit for use. In the earlier
days of its manufacture nitroglycerin '
waste water was allowed to run away
through open drains, or into steams
through open drains, or into streams.
It was not realized that this waste con-
stituted a source of danger until, one
day, a flash of lighting, striking
ground near a factory, which was soak- '
ed with this compound, caused a fear-
ful explosion. A cavity twenty feet
deep was blown in the earth and the
factory itself, although fully 200 yards
away. was practically demolished.— ,
