nave returned to fcrmer employment; |
12 have signified ng desire for em-
ployment, and 2 remain unemployed.i
"or 'some of the other men we are,
trying at present to obtain positicns.

One hon. member (Mr. A. B. Mc-|
T.can) said that we bad some recruit-
ing officers who were not returned
soldiers, and that it would have been
well for us to have given the peesi-
tion: they hold to relurned soldiers.
or at least tried to obtain them those
positions. Well, let us lcok tor‘a
nmoment and see who the’ recruiting
oflicers are.  Ong of them, the Chief
Recruiting officer for the province, is
Major FFullerton, a South African Ve-
toran. © I den’t think a better man,
rould have been chosen, a man who,!
‘rom the inception of the War, has
cevoted a great deal of his time and
oenergy to recruiting, long before he
was appointed Recruiting Officer; a
‘nan whee perhaps has done more than
@ny other man in the province to-
wards recruiting the body of men we
have sent forward. Nobody could
say he was not entitled to the posi-
tien. We have for Queen's County
l.ieutenant McQueen; a returned sol-
der.  We have had for Prince Coun-
'y Licutenant White, a returned sol-
dier, I don’t know whether he is
vet a recruiting officer; but I don't
‘hink he is, because he has accep-,
tnsd a commission in the 105th Rein-
forcements.  We have also, as a re-|
cruiting officer, Captain Campbell, a’
returned soldier. They are all re-|
tirned soldiers except. Major Fuller-
ton, who is a veteran of the South
African War; and theYefore 1 think
v'e can honestly say that so far as
we are concerned we have tried to do
the best we could for those who have
returned from the front.

GROUNDLESS ATTACKS.

Now, year after year the Depart-
meunt of Agriculture has been attack-
cid, and it is unfortundte that those
who imake these attacks never take
the trouble to ascertain the truth be-
fore launching into wild criticisms of
the Department. I am sure if those
gentlemen would only make a few
onquiries and lcok about them a little,
they would restrain themselves more
and not make charges which they can-
not substantiate. We have been cri-
ticised for having men employed here
at high salaries, and that we were not
gotting returns for the money! spent
by the Department of Agriculture.
Well, let us $ee what truth there is{
in the statement. It will be admit-
ted that a great deal of the land in
Prince Edward Island needs one cf
two things, and sometimes needs both:
That is, it needs enriching and it
needs drainage. Some of the lands
need fertilizing too. This has been
a crying need for many  years,—the
want of proper fertilizer. This mat-
ter received the attention cf the De-
partment of Agriculture. We have
In our hays and rivers one of the best
best fertilizers known, and it exists
in immense quantities. Unfortu-
nately, that fertilizer could only be,
got at in winter on the ice by a few
machines that did very slow work.!
One of the best deposits was untouch-
able. It was inacessible for the r(-a-f
SOR that the ice did not form on that
bed and the diggers could not go on
it in winter. 1 refer to the place at
Morell. The Departmeng of “Agricul-
ture undertook to secure thie fertili-
zer, It made the necessary enquirie‘s.l

Previous to that the De
partment had had in contemplation
the inauguration of under-drainage,
but nnforturately. there was nobody
who had suflicient experience to take
hold of it and the scheme had lain
dormant for some time,

TILE DRAINACE A CGREAT SUC-

CESS
When Mr. Reek arvived here he
took the mattey in hand, and [ am

glad to ray that I was instrumental
in helping him to o certain extent —
that is, in Prince County, Under the
divection of the Commizsionci of
Agriculture, he laid out, a demonstra-
tion plot in lot 15, Mt. Carmel. As
to the success of this plot 1 cannot
do any better than read from the Re-
port that appeared in the Agricul-
tural Gazette dealing with it:

“The Department of Agriculture se-
cured, in the fall of 1915, all the
available tile on the Istand for the
demonstration field; during 1916 non#@
was imported and no further work
could be done,

“Oats were sowed in  the de¢mon-
stration ficld in May, 1916. This
field had yielded no crep for several
vears previous, because of the water-
soaked condition of the' soil; it w
poor and inclined to be sonr.

The
surface of drainage was cxeellent, hut

the hard-pan bhottom prevented any
drainage helow and the precipitation
was #9 heavy that evaporation did not
take care of the surplus. The part

drained constituted but hall of a
field. The yield was 98 bus. 10 b
from 3:.86 acres,  The undrained part
vielded no crop during 1916, The
total vyield, though small, can he
cradited to the underdrainage, be-

causa no fertilizer was applied. The
cost of installation was $21.15 per
acre, Proper manuring and cultiva-
tion will ensure normal crops. Now.
that was a practical demonstration of
what could bhe¢ done by under-dinin-
age, At the last session of Parliament,
as everyone Knows, we passed bl
drainage act. Moreover, Mr. Reek
was also instrumental in interesting
parties in Prince County to start a
tile and brick plant. 1 have to say
that we have in Summerside some
very progressive yvoung men, men who
are not afraid to make a venture if
they see any possibility of a return,—
men who do not think thht money is
of necessity to be tied up in mor
tgages op bonds but should be kept
active for the benefit of the province.!
These men got together, and after
listening to Mr. Reek as to the pos-
sibilities in connection with the
manufacture of tile and brick in this
province, and becoming interested in
the proposition, put up a suflicient
amount of capital to start the indus-
try. We have in this province some
of the best brick and tile clay pro-
curable anywhere, You saw here on
this desk a few days ago samples of
pottery that had been manufactured
with this clay, and I have the authori-
ty of the Leader of the Opposition, a
man who has travelled widely, has
visited a great many parts of the
world and has seen samples of pot-
tery everywhere,—I have his author-
ity, and he assured me here in the
presence of others, that the pottery
here was equal to or resembled some
of ‘the pottery he had seen in the
East, and that it was rich in colour.
This plant was not as successful last
year as we might have expected,
Like all new induetries, it met with
difficulties; certain things had to be
overcome, [ am glad to say, however,
that those difficulties have to a
large extent been surmounted and to-
day the company has large orders
not only for tile but for brictk as well.
I think the orders now on hand for
brick for home consumption is some-
thing over a million brick. Thig is
only part, however, of what the De-
partment of Agriculture has accom-
plshed through this man, for whom it
igs said we paid useless money.
