TORONTO, Nov, 28.—There are
over 622,690 motor vehicles n the
dominion, According to a pre-
liminary and, of necessity, incom-
rlete survey of motor vehicle re-
gistrations just completed by the
Automotive Industries of Canada
there are now owned in this coun-
try more than 555,321 passenger
:ars, 59,286 trucks and commercial
cars ‘and 7,953 motor-cycles. The
provincial returns are as they are
complete, cover the first ten
months of the current year, They
reveal an increase of 42,404 pas-
senger cars since the first of the
year: of which 23,490 are Ontario’s
share and 5,717 trucks and com-
mercial cars, 2.434 being Ontario’s
contribution to the increase of the
dominion. In other ‘words, the
people of Ontario have purchased
some more cars during 1924 than
all the other provinces combined
as well as_ nearly half the com-
mercial motor vehicles hought by
the entire dominion.

LONDON, Nov, 28.—The Garden
of Eden is a park, Noah's Ark i
barge, and the 'City = of David
“Davidsburg” in tke new and mod-
ornized translation of the Old
Testament soon to be published in
London. It is the result of eight
years' careful work by Dr. James
Moffatt of Glasgow, who some
years ago published a modern tran-
slation o fthe New Testament. The
modernized Old Testament to be
issued Is expected to startle by its
colloguial freedom those who trea-
surc the beautiful phrases of the
Old Testament.

Only by a comparison of parallel
passages can the full difference be-
twee nthis new translation and the
Bible b reallzed. The freedom and
even famillarity of some of the
passages will undoubtedly cause
some controversy. Here are a few
passages compared:

REVISED VBERSION.—The Crea-
tion.—“In the béginning God creat-
el the Heaven and the Earth.”

DR. MOFFATT'S VERSION. —
“This is the story of how the Univ-
erse was formed.”

The Fall—“And they heard the
voice of the Lord God walking in
the cool, of the day.”

“In the cool of-the day when they
heard the sound of God the Eternal
walking in the park.”

Cain.—"And the Lord said unto
Cain: Where is Abel thy brother
and he sald I know not.

Shows Some

OTTAWA, Nov. 28—*“An cxam-
ination of the trade returns for the
last twelve months reveals a very
hopeful situation” states Hon. Tho.
mas A, Low, Minister of Tyade and
Commerce, in a statement issued
today.
“Canadian trade figures showed
on September 30 at the conclusion
of the first six months of the year,
& much more buoyaft. tendenc
than was the case a month earlier,
The sharp decline that was the
cause of much comment when the
August figures were made public
has given place to a substantial im-
provement in the  <¢otal value of
g00ds entering and leaving the do-
minion,”
In export trade, Scptember last
was the best month the Bominion
has had in four years and s ipments
during thi§ period of &hi ty days
of Canadfian products to other coun-
tres exceeded the shipments dur-
ing September of last yeariby near-
ly $13.000.000. This is a hdpeful in-
dicatlon, as September is nearly
always a low month in export trade
and commonly shows a decrease
from August. This year, however;
it showed an increase over August
of $7.000.000. This showing was
partly due to the effort made to
get shipping channels cleared of
old grain and the success achieved
in this respect presages an easy
flow of the new crop to the export
markets this autumn,
For some time past Canada has
had a substantial trade balance
in her favor, the value of exports
constarntly exceeding the value of)
gocds imported from other coun-
tries. Thig balance for the month
of Scptember alone was $18,5600,000
and for this half year it was more
than $91.000.000. For the twelve
months ending September it was
about $260,000,000. This is a gain
of more than five million for the
month, eightcen. millions’ for the
six months and twenty-one millions
for the twelve months, as compar-
ed wih corresponding calculations
made at the end of August.

Included among the 200 birdsat
the home, all of which saw service
over: are three honor bhird
distinguished because of their
ceptional performances in action,
Two of these, “Pre ident, Wilson"
‘and “The Mocker,” carry scars of
battle. “President Wilson” crifie-
ed a leg and “The Mocker” an eye
in the fight for victory,

The third bird hero at the home,
“Spike,” appears none the worse
for his war-time experiences. His
claim to fame lies in his record of
having carried 51 messages of im-
portance without being injured.

Ray R. Dalhauer. pigeon expert
in charge of the army lofts, con-
aiders these birds heroes no less
than .the former soldiers.

“President Wilson”, a slate-col -
ored homer of great vitality and
rapidity of flight, was finst used in
the tank corps. His work was 80
well done that. he was transferred |
to the Meuse-Argonne sector and
stationed at Cubry, About five
o'clock one rainy morning he re
turned from his second flight in
this sector with his leg shot off. He
had brought important, messages at
a speed of almost a mile a minute.

On the morning of Sept. 12, 1918,
“The Mocker” arrived at his sta-
tion with one eye destroyed and
his head a welter of blood. The
message tube he carried contained
information of great importance
and gave the locations of wseveral
heavy artillery batteries which the
Germans had been using effective-
ly on the American troops, The
American artillerymen had every
enemy gun in that sector silenced
within 20 minutes after “The Mock-
er” arrived. Thus “The Mocker”
was credited with saving many
American lives.

There also are a few German
carrier pigeons at the home. They
were captured from the enemy.
Mr. Delhauer says these birds will
be used for breeding and develop-
ment, as they have proved superior
to other varieties.
