Exports In 1944

In the first 10 months of 1944
exports of Canadian’ products val-
ued at $2,861,000,000 exceeded by
$482,000,000 the figure for the
same period in 1943, largely as a
result of increased exports of food.

port trade and its distribution by
countries and commodities, old
customers in countries formerly
occupled by the Axis and now
liberated were beginning to appear
in trade statistics.
