(By the Can-
adian Press)—Total car loadings for
the week ended June 11 amounted to
43086 cars, which was an {increase
over the previous week’s of 1,072
cars. Two factors affecting this {n-
crease were the holiday in the prev-
ious week, on June 3 and the haste
of the western farmers to deliver
wheat to the elevators in time to
rollect the Dominfon Government bo-
nus of 5 cents per bushel. The second
factor was probably the more import-
ant as the increase in grain loading
was 1370 cars over the previous
week’s shipments and 1,000 cars over
shipments during the twenty third
week last year.

Here again the grounds of
Battle Abbey will make a splendid
theatre. Members of families who
trace their descent almost to the
landing of Duke Willlam in 1066
are still living in the neighborhood
and many of them w:l assume
characters of their ancestors.

The Duke and Duchess of York
