In the Central Christian Church
yesterday evening Rev. Morgan E.
Gizmge, D. D, preached his farewell
sermon to a very large and sym-
pathelic congregation.

This s also an age of selfishness.

Norwegian Crew Res-
cued by Stanley--An-
other Steamer Goes
Ashore in the Dense
Fog--No Lives
Lost.

* (Canadian Press)

HALIFAX, N, S, IMay 3.—With
the rescue yesterday morning by
the Government steamer Stanley
of the crew of the Norwegian stea-
mer Moldegaars, which piled up
Friday morning on Shutin Island,
nine miles ofi Chebucto Head, it
was thought in marine circles that
ithe toll of life taken in the series
of North Atlantic disasters caused
by the dense fog that has shrouded
the coast of Nova Scotia for the
three days would remain at five, re-
presenting the loss of life in the
sinking of the Nova Scotia schoon-
er Cape D'or, which was rammed
and sank Thursday afternoon by
coal ‘carrying steamer Claqkamac.
The Clackamas bound from Nor-
folk Va., for Halifax with coal was
picking its way through the fog
on the last. lap of the voyage, when
it orashed into the (Cape D'or at
4.20 Thursday afternoon. The
schooner, salt laden from Turks
Island for LeHave was -hove to
awaiting clear weather,

Captain Wilkle was accompanicd
on the voyage by his wife and had
a crew of seven. MThe schooner
sank three minutes after the im-
pact taking all but one man down
with ~ it. Captain Wilkie and
three men were, picked up alive,
lbut Mrs, Wilkie and four of the
crew were drowned, that of Mrs.
Wilkie being the only body recov-
ered.

{The Moldegaard disaster was tho
next reportéd and 'throughout Fri-
day efforts were being made to dis
cover the Norwegian steamer,
which was bound from Alexandria
to an American port and her cap
tain was so off course when she
struck that the wrong position was
given and would be rescuers were
at a loss until this morning when
the 'Government steamer Stanley
found the stricken vessel on Shut-
in Island and made the rescue of
her crew. The ship was believed a
total loss, but three men remained
aboard. Hopes were entertained
that her cargo would be salvaged.
While  the Moldegaard was be-
ing sought on the shores near Ha-
lifax harbor, the mollusses carry-
ing steamer Azov from Cuba for
Montreal wrecked itself on the
rocks of ithe Cape Breton coast
near Arichat. All the crew, was tak
en off, but it was feared theg stea-
mer would be a total loss. Today

On account of the heavy rain com-
ing on they decided not to go the
full routie so they accordingly turn-
ed off Water St. and turned up the
Street to cross the Railroad on the
west side of Bishop’s Foundry
(which crossing is probably 300
yards east of the main crossing on
Water St. where a watchman is on
duty) There is a grade to the croés-
ing and on account of buildings
and cars it is almost impossible to
see @ moving train until almost
mght on the railway tracks. The
shunting enging with a string of
about 12 cars was backing in from
the cast and Mr. McNeill who was
dyiving 'did not see the train until
ho was right up on the train. He
immedjately applied the brakes to
his car but on account of not see-
ing the train in time and not re-
ceiving any signal from the yard-
man he could not get this car
stopped until it was over the track
about three feet. As the rear freight

“I have often been asked the
question on what I based my hopes -
of our ultimate victory even in the
darkest hours of the war. I could
only point to my faith in the jus-
tice of our.cause and my confiden-
ce in our Fatherland and the Army.

“For the time being a flood of
wild political passion and sound-
ing speeclies has overwhelmed the
ancient structure of our state,
and apparently «destroyed all our
sacred «raditions. Yet this flood
will subside again. Then from the
tempestuous seas of our national
life will once more emerge that
rock—The German Imperial House
—to which the hopes of our Fath-
erland was confidently set, nearly
half a century ago, by our own ef-
fonts.

“When our national ideals and
our national conscience have re-

lsnmewl their sway among us, we

shall. see how moral valueg have

ibeen struggling to birth in our pre-

se'nl grievous trials and the Great
War on which no nation is entitled

to look back with more pride than
the German people, so long as it
remained true ito itself, Then, and
tht-,p only., will the blood of all
those who fell believing in the

greatness of Germany have
poured out not in vain,
