LONDON, May 2-—The general
opinion of liquor wholesalers is that
the new tax will not affect the re-
tail price of beer, but will compel all
brewers to broew beiow the specified
specific gravity of forty-three, at
which the surtax begins. This grav-
ity is ehuivalent to containing seven
per cent. of alcohol. Most London
beers now range from 43 to 58,

The new whisky tax, which amounts
to five shillings ($1.25) a bottle, will
result in a virtual doubling of the re-
tail price. Most wines will incredse
about two shillings a bottle at retail
while liquors will rige four shillings.
The price of bottled rum and gin will
be doubled.

LONG ISLAND IS
CONSERVING ITS OYSTERS

PATCHOGUE, L. 1, May 3.—Be-
cause of the poor guality of the oys-
ters and the low prices being received
in the city markets,’the town trustees
at a special meeting yesterday after-
noon decided to close the time limit
tor remoying the bivalves, from June
I to'May 10. This was at the request
of twenty-eight of the baynien who
sent a petition to the trustees last
week. ‘The South Bay committee re-
ported in favor of closing and the
board passed a resolution to this ef-
fect,

Thelinvestigation of the committee
showed that because of the unprofit-
ableness of the public oystering busi-
ness not more than 20 per cent. of the
usual supply had been taken from the
town lands. These extend from, Bay-
port to Carman’s River. The commit-
tee stated that instead of the usual
price of 55 or 60 cents a bushel, the
baymen were having a hard time to
sell culled oysters for 25. The investi-
gating committee included Charles
Odell, William Murdoch and Harry B.
Paine.

Dear Father :(— i

I suppose that you will be sur-
prised to hear from me, getting no
word from me for so long. Well, '
have written to other people across
the sea, but have-received no answer
from them, sometimes the mails
never reach us. 1 often intended to
write but you do not know how busy
we are looking— after the Germans,
We have not much time for other
things. There are a lot of things I
would like to say and tell you, but
we bave got to be very careful what
we write in our letters, but expect
by this time you know how the
Germans are getting it. ¥ have seen
sights I shall never forget as long
as I live, which may not be long,
but T hope to come out alive. We
are fizhting for our very existence
4nd some have got to pay the price
for it, and I am not afraid of it
if it comes, I will do my duty. I
know you miss me, but no more
than T do you all at home. Well, Dad
the Germans -are  fiends; they are
worse than the blackest savages
which is not saying more than the
truth. Pgor Belginm s an awful
wreck, also a lot of France, but the
(iermans are getting theirs now. We
have got to take off our hats to,
Belginm for what she has done. They
are a brave people, but there is no
soldier in the world, I do not think
could do what the British soldier
has done, they simply smashed up
the Germans when they were from 3
to 10 against them, If I am spared
to go home, T will have a lot to tell
you, which will be interesting, to say
the leest. I am by myself as far as
Prince Edward Island is concerned, I
left the 12th Battalion, three months
ago, and T am now in the Cyeclists,
lots of ‘‘close shaves,’’ but also lots
of sport. I am not very well at pres-
ent, and having a rest. I hope it will
bhé over soon, but will stick till it
is. The Germans spare nothing or
nobody. Their motto is: ‘“Murder,
tillage and Plunder.”
