Sir Wilfrid Laurier's desire to quit
the leadership of the Losethe-War
Liberals party appears to have had a
demoralizing effect upon the opposi-
tion managers. Mr. E, M. MacDonald
and Hon, George P. Graham, both
strong  Laurier men profess to be
ignorant of Sir Wilfrid’s intentions.
Mr. Murphy writes ‘a letter to a local
paper disclosing the same blissful
lack of knowledge and others equally
prominent, if less important, appear
to be in the same position. 3

Sir-Wilfrid is going to Toronto. on
Sunday to confer with Mr. Pardeg
and other Liberal leaders and until
this conference is held'it is not likely
that there will be any definite an-
nouncement of hig final decision,

There ‘is a story tonight that Sir
Wilfrid told Lomer Gouin in Mont-
real that he was getting out and ask-
ed the Quebec leader if he would join
with Hon. Rodolph Lemieux and lead
the Liberal forces in that province m
the coming election. It is said that
Sir Wilfrid offered. Sir Lomer his seat
in Quebec Kast, thus indicating a de-
sire to quit the House of (‘()mmqns
altogether,

It is said, however, that Sirv Lomer
definitely refused to enter the federal
field.

Le Canada,one of the leading Liber
al organg in Quebec province, and
undoubtedly close to Sir  Wilfrid,
-wtates that the retirement of Sir
Wilfrid at this juncture would fill his
French Canadian  supporters with
pain and .consternation, and added
that he would not definitely resign un-
til he had consulted with his Toronto
Supporters,

This view undoubtedly representg
opinion in Quebec, and it is known
that prominent French Canadian anti-
winthe-war leaders, including such
men ag Senators David, Dandurand
and Hon, Rondolphe Lemicux and La
Pointe are bringing great pressure to
bear upon Sir Wilfrid to reconsider
hig qecision,

But in the rest of Canada the situ-
ation is different. Among Ontario,
Maritimes. and Western Liberalg the
question-of Sir Wilfrid quitting seems

to have resolved itsell into a sharp{ipe province of North Holland to the

cleavage between the provincial and
federal leaders with the. provincial
men working to get him out and the
federal workers striving to keep him
in.

Must Be Reformed

The western war Liberals in par-
ticular, the gchool, represented by Mr,
Calder and Premier Sifton, of Alberta
are eald to be of the opinion that
only the retirement of Sir Wilfrid
and the abandonment of the - policy
of antbconscription can save the
Liberal party fram complete disrup-
tion at the coming election, while
on the other hand the Federal parlia-
mentary leaders represented by guch
mad partisans ag Mr. Pugsley, Mr.
MacDonald, Mr. Murphy and Mr.
Oliver, are fighting hard to have Sir
Wilfrid retain the leadership. Which
side shall prove the stronger ig bound
to be decided quickly, for the time is
short and the sands are running out.

LONDON, Oct. 6.—Field Marshal
Haig’s report tonight from headquar-
ters in France says:—

“Our artillery was active all day
on the whole battle front. The ene-
my’s artillery fire was directed main-
ly against our new positions, on the
ridga from Broodseinde southward,
but no counter-attacks developed. An
additional 380 prisoners were taken
by us in the last twenty-four hours.
On the rest of the British front, there
was nothing of importance to re-
port. The weather Friday remafined
unsettled and stormy and again made
Successful artillery
work, nevertheless, was accomplish-
ed and many photographs were taken
by our airmen. Enemy airdromes in
the Lille area were attacked with
bombs, and the railway stations at
Wastroosbeke, Iseghom and' Courtrai,
also were bombed during the day. In

addition the last named two stations
were attacked at night. In all more

than two tons of explosives were
dropped. The enemy aircrafts wera
active in the battle area. Iour of

704 Airplanes Brought Down

LONDON, Oct, 7.—Seven hundred
and four airplanes and séaplanes were
brought or driven down on the west-
ern front in September. This is a
higher total by nearly 300 than reach-
ed in preceding months and compar-
ed with 467 in July, 713 in May and
717 in April.

LONDON, Oct. 6.—~(Via Reuters Ot-
tawa agency)—Telegraphing yester-
day from British headquarters in
Fr;‘mco. Reuters correspondent says:

“The fruits of Thursday’s victory
have been held. No infantry counter
attacks occurred © during the night
time, demonstrating the German ex-
haustion due to the manner in which
their big offensive was devastated
Thursday morning and our reception
of the enemy’s counter attacks Thur-
sday. Five of these counter attacks
were made against a short front to
the north of the Ypres-Menin road,
being broken up by artillery. Three
were delivered against our new posit-
ions near Reutel. Two of these were
beaten back, but the third advanced
in great strength late in the afternoon
bending back our line slightly, neces-
sitating, however, only a trifling mod-
ification of the front, which has absol-
utely no bearing on the general tacti-
cal resulty achieved.

Within a fortnight we have struck
the enemy in Flanders three stagger-
ing blows in a very vital spot, sent
him back reeling about three miles,
mostly uphill.

We have taken over four thousand
prisonerg and inflicted casualities con-
servatively estimated at forty thou-
sand.

A better appreciation of these vic-
tories is pessible if we can imagine
what we should be thinking and say-
ing if the situation were reversed
and the enemy had succeeded in do-
ing to us what we have done to him.
a notable feature of the fighting was
the wonderful completeness of the ar-
rangements for rapidly clearing the
wounded. Despite the inclement wea-
ther stretcher bearing was practically
finished early in the afternoon as far
as the opening field was concerned.
