Mention was made of the fact
that on Friday last Mr. D. B. Lusty,
Organizer of the C.B.C. Maritime
School Broadcasts spoke to the
teachers of the City Schools in
Rochford Square School about util-
izing the radio programmes. Mr.
Lusty stated that each class could
probably not utjlize more than
three or four programmes, but for
these there should be preparation
of the class by the teacher, and a
follow up 'discussion period after
the broadcast. Mr. Lusty stressed
the fact that radio broadcasts are
time consuming and costly to pro-
duce, nevertheless they are well
worth while, bringing rcecognized
experts on the different subjects
into all classrooms. Other countries
spend large sums of money on this
type of education.
