Erect Monument,
To Commemorate
Swedish Tragedy|

STOCKHOLM, Sept. 20.—(C.P.) :
One of the greatest and most
unique - tragedies in Sweden's mili-
tary history was commemorated
recently at Bustovla in the nor-
thern Swedish mountain district,
where 215 years ago, some 2403
soldiers lost their lives in a snow-
slorm. A monument was unveiled
et the ceremony.

In 1718 an army of “Carolins,”
the famous soldiers of Sweden's
hero. King Charles XII, refreated
after an unsuccessful expedition
against Norway under the com-
mand of Baron C. G. Armfelt. It
was carly in January and the men
were exhausted through hardship
and lack of food when a violent
snowstorm  suddenly  enveloped
them in the high mountains,

the hundreds and finally about
2400 men froze to death in the
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Negotiations Re-
open To End 2
Weeks Strike.

STRATFORD, Ont, BSept. 28—
Striking employes of the Swift Can-
adian Company tonight met offi-
cials of the firm in an effort to
reach settlement of wage disputes
which have kept the company's
packing plant closed since last
week, but no progress appeared in
negotiations to reopen six furniture
factories whose 800 workers walked
out, two weeks ago.

Disturbance

One brief disturbance flared to-
day at the end of a parade of
more than 3,000 strikers and sym-
pathizers when a report spread
the Swift Company had imported
strike-breakers to work in the
plant, Police used persuasion to
stop a rush of workers to the plant,
while in the armories more than
100 soldiers and four tanks were
held in case serious trouble should
arise, .
The rush resulted in admittance
of a strikers’ committee to inter-
view W. K. Clarke, Toronto repre-
sentative of the firm,
Soldiers of the Royal Canadian’
Regiment brought here yesterday
from Toronto and London were
booed and jeered today as paraders
passed the armouries, They watch-
ed the procession thréugh the win-
dows but did not appear on the
street.
Youths at the head of the par-
ade dragged an imitation howitzer
on an automobile trailer. They
wore on their heads saucepans and
wash basins, imitative of the sold-
iers' steel' helmets, Four truckloads
of children were driven in the pro-
cession,

STRATFORD, Ont., Sept. 20 —
(C. P.)—Fallure tonight attended
renewed efforts to seitle strikes
among chicken pluckers and furni-
ture workers of th's city  which
have rendered more than 800 per-
sons idle, the majority of them for
two weeks.
