We
had to cross 400 yards of open ground
to reach our trenches. The mud was
80 awful that we had laboriously to
pull each leg out of it with our hands
at every step. Presently up went a
flare from the enemy, turning the
darkuess into brightness of day, and
down we flopped and lay there until
the light went out. Our chins were
well under the slime and quite a lot
got into our ears.

“Our rifles were s0 mudded that they
resembled brooms, shovels—anything
but rifles, just long chunks of mud.
Our water-bottles and haversacks were
indistinguishable from lumps of mud.
