Sterilization Plan

REGINA, Nov. 20 — (CP) —
A recommendation that -selective
sterilization be considered for mem-
tally defective patients unfit for
parenthood was among several pro-
posals for the care and treatment
of mentally ill, deficient and han-
dicapped people in Saskatchewan
advanced today by Dr. C.M: Hincks
of Toronto, gemeral director of the
National Committee for Mental
Hygiene (Canada).

“There is svecial indication for
sterilization in connection with
physically attractive moron girls
prior to their discharge from the
residential school,” said Dr. Hincks
in a report prepared for Saskat-
chewan’s Health Minister. Premier
T. C. Douglas.

About 17.000 persons, or two per
cent of Saskatchewan's population
are mentally deficient, and require
specialized attention.
