Sod Muleh Apple
Orchard In P. E. L.

There are a number of systems
of orchard soil mzmagemeny;, the
two most general being clean cul-
tivation and sod or grass mulch.

The system known as clean cul-
tivation ”consists in maintaining a
dust mulch in the orchard
throughout the summer. A modi-
fication of this is clean cultivation
with cover crop, the cover crop be-
ing sown in early July. The latter
system is' helpful in maintaining
soil moisture and a'so aids in
maintaining the humus content of
the soil. e system is carried on
1mn cg;zjunctlon with the use of

anure or commercial fertilizer, or
both. This method has been used
in orchards in the province, and
is one most generally used in apple
grdowing sections of Eastern Can.

a.

Sod orchards have always been
common in this province, but in
few, if any, has any attempt been
made to maintain a proper mulch.
Orchards in sod can be changed
over to the mulch system by the
s}mp]e addition of straw, or sim-
lar material, at the rate of about
100 gound; per tree sufficient
mu'ch being agglied to keep down
all owth within an area equal
to the spread of the branches. It
may be necessary to repeat this
app'ication for several vears, after
which the grass rut pgatween the
trees should be suffizient to main-
tain the mulch, The space between
the trees Is left in sod and cut at
least twice during the season. The
grass is raked up at each cutting
and spread around the trees. A
common error with those not fami-
llar with this system is to pile the
mulch around the trunks of the
trees. This is not only wasteful of

beyond the spread of the branches.

f manure is used to maintain
the mulch, litt’e additional plant
food must be added. Where mulch,
other than manure is used, it will

found neces:ary to apply com-
mercial fertilizer each spring. A
9-5-7 mixtura ccnsisting of nitrate
of soda, superphesphate and mur-
iate of potash has given consis-
tently good results at Churlotte-
town. This is applied early in the
spring and is used at the rate of
10 pounds r mature tree with
correspondingly smaller amounts
for younger trees.

The results of experiments with
this type of soil management have
been eminent'y satisfactory at this
Station. Not only have increased
yields been obtained, but a direct
swing from biennial to annual
bearing has been noted in many,
varieties. Colour has also been ma-
terially increased.

Younqntrees set out as replace-
ments the scd mulch orchard
were found to make satisfactory
erowth and to come into bearing
at an early age. Trees, however, set
ot il sod and not sufficiently well
mulched made Ilittle growth and
In_some cases died outright.

It has also been found that when
the r%gu‘ar orchard sprays were
applied, no trouble was experien-
ced in controlling insects or dis-
ease.
