Seeking To Improve
Protestant  School

MONTREAL, Dec, 1
changes aimed at improving the
Protestant school system in Que-
bec Province were recommended
today in the report of the ed-
ucational survey comimitlee to the
Pretestant committee of the pre~
vincial council of education.

Completing more than a vear of
study and  examination of wit-
ne..se.s the committee, under Dr.

F. Hepburn, director of ed-
ucation at Ayrshire, Scotland, sug-
zested complete reorganization of

the Protestant committee, a new
financial setup and medernization
of teaching methods.

After discussion of the recom-
mendations, the Protestant com-
mittee referred them to a sub-
committee that convened at once

to consider all phases of the re-
vort and decide what action
should be taken,

i Parley Seeks
Reduction Of
Trade Barriers

(By ANDRUE BERDING)
(Associated Press Foreign Staff)
LIMA, Pery, Dec. 16 —(AP) —

Pan-American conference declara-
tions for reduction of International
trade barriers and for the solidar-
ity of the Americas against any
foreign war threat appeared as-
sured tonight.

The United States delegation ob-
tained unanimous consent amaong
the delegates of the 20 other na-
tions represented for the trade bar-
riers resolution and it was expect~
ed to receive formal conference ac-
ceptance

On the solidarity measure, State
Secretary Hull, head ot the Wash-
ington group, was said to be con-
vinced that all could agree on &
“dynamic draft of a declaration.”

Such a declaration, Hull was said
to believe, could be framed —and
adopted —merely by linking to-
gether sentences out of anti-ag-
gresston spesches by himself and
other delcgates.

This evening all delegates gath~
ered to hear Francisco Castillo
Majera, Mexican Ambassador to
the United States and Chairman
of th® Mexican delegation, declare
that all American nations must
follow the way of democracy.

The delegates —some of whom
have been avoiding the subject—
listened in silence or applauded
as Majera declared:—

“Democracy in substance  and
spirit is the very being of Am-
erica . . in the nopular con-

neoples  demo-

seience of all our
im-

cratic aspirations are deeply
hedded and nothing and — nobody
will succeed in
from developing .
As for a mutual defence mea-
sure, Hull had ruled out the pos-
sibility of anything in the nature
of a pan-American League
tions or a military pact.
