PATRIOTISM AND PRODUCTION

In this issite we reproduce views expressed by some
of the leading authorities in the dominion on the attitude
which Canadians should assume with reference to the war
and the changed conditions resulting from the war. That
they will be read with pleasure and profit we feel assured.

The war is a calamity; there is no disguising that fact,
and Canada must bear its part of the burden which this
calamity brings. It is now up to Canada to set about mak-
ing the best of it, to lighten the burden where it is poss-
ible, to take advantage of every opportunity that presents
itself to reap a profit out of the loss. And unquestionably
such opportunities are even now knocking at our doors.
They are the insistent and increasing demand for food-
stuffs, a demand such as probably the world never before
experienced, for several of the world’s largest food produc-
ing countries will produce little or notifing ne.xt summer
and millions of men who have been producers are now not
only consumers but destroyers of food. The shortage and
the destruction must be made up elsewhere and by others.
This is Canada's opportunity, an opportunity to seize
which is not only a right but a duty,

Already Canada is making preparation to meet the
new demands. The Governments federal and provincial
are taking up the question with trained and experienced
experts with a view to increasing the production of food-
stuffs, to negotiating for markets, to enlarging the facilities
for handling and transportation. The result of their in-
vestigations will be placed freely and fully at the disposal
of all the farmers throughout Canada. A campaign with
this object in view is now being conducted and the farm-
ers everywhere are becoming aroused as never betore to
the possibilities within their reach. It is already assurcd
that next year's harvest wiil show a tremendous increas?
over any ever before produced in Canada.

Are we making such preparation as our opportunities
would warrant us in making? No other province in Canada
stands to profit as much by the  changed conditions as
Prince Edward Island. According to the last census eighty
five per cent of the whole province is ecultivated farm land,
the largest proportion by far of any territory of its size on
the continent. These farms worked to half their capacity
would double the present yield, and without any very ser-
lous efiort the vield could be quadrupled. Our very best
farms have not yet come within measurable distance = of
their possibilities, and many of them yield little more
than a bare wage mr.lhoir owners. With the prospect of
more remunerative markets than ever before, and the pro-
spect also of an unlimited demand for all that can he pro-
duced in the way of food—and clothing also, for woeol has
already advanced to a price never before reached in this
generation—the inducement is surely worth an extra ef-
fort and we feel assured the extra effort will be made, And
the time to prepare for the effort i3 now.

The Patriotism and Prodyction campaign now in full
swing throughout the whole dominion will furnish all nec-
essary information on application  to the Provincial De-
partment of Agriculture. Let the farmers everywhere take
full advantage of the information offered by the Govern.
ment. Write to the Department at Charlottetown and get
into the procession that is going to make our province ten-
fold the “Garden” it is now.

P. M. G'S REPORT

The report of the Postmaster General for the year
ending 31st. March last came to hand a few days ago and
so far as this Province is concerned  we note the follow-
ing:—
The total postal revenue increased last year from
§80,531.21 to $85,722.66. The half of this increase was
made in Charlottetown. The revenue of the Charlotte-
town office having advanced from  $27,955.62 in 1913 to.
$30,598.66 last year, There have been slight increases in
every accounting office on the Island, but the only two
offices outside of Charlottetown which show any marked
increase are the following:— Summerside advanced from
$10,322.97 to $11,339.83 and Montague advanced from:
$2,044.19 to $2,532.04.
The revenue of the Charlottetown office has increased
by $4,700 since 1911 and the total postal revenue of the
Province has increased by about $11,400 in the same period.
There has been increased business in every branch of
the Postal Department. For instance in the Money Order
Branch the total amount of orders issued increased from
§448,843.95 in 1913 to $504,711.63, and the total amount of
paid orders increased from $447,169.35 to $574,073.59. The
Charlottetown office contributed $42,000 to this latter in-
crease and the Summerside office $48,000. The total a-
mount paid for mail transportation within the Province
amounted to $50,919.19 and the amount paid to the Prince
Edward Island Railway for mail services totalled $19,528.-

‘World-power or downfall,’
today not only William II's mottonor
is it only the motto of the great Ger-
man milltary and aristocratic  caste
which stands immediately behind the
throne; it is the motto of the vast ma-
jority of the German people, reared as
they have been today on the teachings
of Treltschke and of the whole school
of historians and philosophers, artists
and professors, of whom Treftschke
is the foremost and most sinister re-
presentative.
Within two years of his accession,
Willlam L ‘had grown impatient ° of
all tutelage, even  of that of a Bis
marck, and, dropping the old pilot
overboard, he himself took command
of the ship. ‘A new course,’ he criec,
‘and full steam ahead’—ahead into
unfathomed seas, which Bismarck had
steadily refused to explore! Bismarck
had been content to make Germany
the foremost Power on the Continent
of Europe William 1I. undertook to
transform her into a ‘World Power.’
The term is rather a vague one; and,
at the time of the Kaiser's accession
to the Throne, there were only four
States to which, by the widest stretch,
it could be possibly applied. There
was the great  Republic of _North
America, which, by its dominant posi:
tion on the American Continent,look-
ing forth to the East over the  At-
lantic and to the West over the Pa-
cific, was certainly a World Power -in
the New World. There was Russia,
stretching across two continents,
from the Baltic and the Black Sea to
the Pacific Ocean; but her ambitfons
did not extend beyond them since the
friendly cessfon of her Arctic territor-|
ies 'in ‘Alaska to the United Seates
in 1867. There was France, with great
colonial possessions in Africa and in
Asia, and a few outposts in Austravu-
sia; but she had acquired them more
often in obedience to purely political
considerations than to any instinctive
promptings of her essentially stay-at-
home people. Properly speaking, tle
British Empire alone could claim to
be a World-Empire, in virtue not only
of her world-wide possessions and
dependencies, but also and above all
of the great oversea Dominions in
which growing communities of British
stock moved and lived and had their
being, and of the command of the
seas, which are the essential  high-
ways of an Empire so constituted.
