WASHINGTON, June 6—(By Ken
Clark, Canadisn Press Staff Writ-
er)—A potentially explosive situ-
ation continued to develop here to-
day as hundreds of war veterans
trekked into the capital to join the
army of 2,000 who came to demand
cash of Congress. On a streaming
hot Sunday officials of the District
of Columbia and the Government
conferred anxiously, while on trains,
in trucks and cars, hard-bitten ex-
soldiers converged on Washington
from all parts of the country.
Yesterday the “bonus expedition-
ary force” was informed it would
have to leave the city by Thursday
next. Leaders replied they would
stay until Congress passed legisla-
tion providing they should immed-
iately receive about $2,000,000. The
Patman Bill which would provide
this money by summarily ordering
the treasury to print it, has receiv-
ed enough signatures to force its
ideration on the floor of the
House of Representatives. The date
set is June 13—five days after the
bonus force is scheduled, by the
authorities, to leave.

C. N. R. Revenues

OTTAWA, June 6. (By the
Canadian Press)—For the first
three months of the current calen-
dar year the gross revenues of.the
Canadian Railways amounted to
$60,441,413, and operating expenses
to $66,526,887, giving an operating
revenue of $2,913,526. This was a
decline of $188434 in operating
revenue from the same period of
1931, according to a report issued
today by the Dominion Bureau of
Statistics.

In.the month of March the
gross revenues of the railways to-
talled $25,027,300 as against $30,-
365,285 for March of last year. Op-
rerating expenses amounted to $22,-
500,366, compared with $27,508,787.
The number of employees in
March was 124,093, with a payroll
of $15,175,390, while in March 1931
there were 145,607 employees draw-
ing $19,012,096.

On the Canadian National Rail-
ways, exclusive of eastern lines,
gross revenues for March amount-
ed to $10,212524 in 1932 as against
$12,200,605 in 1931; operating ex-
penses were reduced from $11,864,-
063 to $9,813,393 and the operating
income was increased from $243,-
846 to $256,067.

Gross revenues of the Canadian
and United States lines amounted
to $12,248,624 as against $15,030,052
in 1031, operating expenses were
reduced from $14,249,112 to $11,-
600,019 and the operating income
from $258,198 to $112,318,

On the Canadian Pacific Railway
gross revenues amounted to $10,-
237,645 as. against $12,283,882 for
March 1931. Th's was a decrease
of $2,046336 and, with operating
expenses reduced by $1,887,027, the
net operating revenues were re-
duced from $1,654,593 in 1831 to
$1495284 and the operating in-
come was reduced from- $1,335,760
to $1,170,502.

On the eastern lines of the Can-
adlan National Railways, with a
reduction in gross revenues of
$280,431 and in operating expenses
of $490,017, net operating revenues
were improved by $209,586, or from
a loss of $271,201 in 1931 to a loss
of $61,704 in 1932, The loss from
operating for the three months,
January to March was $7,022,499
as against $1992,620 in 1931,

of deferred debts amounting ta
$252,566,803.

Sir Ronald Lindsay, British Am-
bassador, signed the British agree
ment to pay debts and interest
amounting to $159,520,000 over a
period of 10 years at four per cent
interest. The payments start in De-
cember, 1933, . .. . ... -
Glacomo De Martino, Jtalian Am-
bassador, placed his signature on a
similar agreement to pay.$14,706,000,
Ogden L. Mills, Secretary of the

Dominion Department of Agricul-
ture has just issued Pamphlet No.
147, entitled, “Warble Flies and
Their Control in Canada” This
has been prepared by Mr. Eric
Hearle, .in charge of livestock in-
sect investigations at Kamloops,
B. C, who has given the subject
of warble flies much study. Two
species .of these flles are widely
distributed and  constitute the
worst insect pests of cattle wher-
ever they are abundant. They oc-
cur in every part of Canada where
stock is raised. They are injurious
both as adults, due to their terri-
fying effect on cattle when egg-
laying, and as parasitic grubs in
the body, due. to their effect on the
health, condition and milk yield of
infested animals, and the damage
to hides into which the grubs bore
holes for.the purpose of breeding.

Losses in Canada from warble
flies each year are from seven mil-
lion to fourteen  million dollars,
and in some years, may even ex-
ceed the latter figure.

The pamphlet discusses the life-

history of these destructive insects
and gives information regarding
remedies,
