MOSCOW, Aug. 19— (Wednes-
day)—(AP) — Smashing German
tank attacks forced the Red army
to  withdraw in one sector
Volga industrial city of Stalingrad
and drove a wedge into another
sector, the Soviet midnight com-
munique said today, but in other
areas Russian resistance was re-
ported generally strengthened.

The new German gains were
southeast of Kletskaya, 75 miles
northwest of Stalingrad, where
the Germans appeared to be con-
centrating their drive to cut the
Volga.

The communique also reported
fighting in the region of Pyati-
gorsk, 15 miles south of Mineral-
nyevody, indicating that the Ger-
mans had made new advances on
the south Caucasus front.

On the other hand, the Rus-
sians appeared to hold the in-
itiative in the Krasnodar sector,
farther to the west, and the com.
munique said one Soviet unit in
counter-attacks routed a battal-
ion of Germans who had forced
a crossing of the Kuban River
lier reports said Marshal
Semeon Timoshenkols forces had
occupied an important line in the
defence of Stalingrad and that the
Red army had launched
fensive far to the north on the
Leningrad front, forcing the Ger-
mans to withdraw to scme extent,

Nazi Losses

Meanwhile, the ferocity of the
fighting was indicated by a special
Soviety communique whicn said tne
germans had lost 1,250,000 men in
the three months up to Aug. 15—
480,000 of them killed — and had
drained much of their reserve
strengtty from western Eurcpe to
strengwnen their drive into Russia

ions from France, Belgium and
