He picked D-Day for the Af-
rican invasion 60 days ahead of
time, with the scientific odds nine
to one against him that French
Morccceo's iren coast would be swept
by tides and waves that would make
landines impossible except for three
days of the month. But D-Day
found the waters fairly calm

no.

Eisenhower cannot be called sup-
erstitious but he carries a  small
purse on “tcugh” days. It contains
his “lucky” coins which he rubbed
before the African, Sicilian and It-
alian invasions.
