Captured in undisclosed quantity
in Eslynh and Libya in defeats which
cost Itaiy 100,000 or more prisoners
taken by the British forces, those
made-in-Italy rifles, machine guns,
grenades and field guns are al-
ready appearing in East Africa,
where Ethiopian patriots are fight-
ing their Italian conquerors.

Emperor Haile Selassie, the Lion
of Judah, again has raised his
green and yellow banner over Ethi-
oplan soil, Arms wrested by British
troops from Fascist foes in  North
Africa are quickly equipping Ethio=-
plan natives for an effort, with
British help, to sweep ltalian forces
out of all East Africa.

There are no official figures for
the extent 'of British armament
captures at Sidi Barrani, at Bardia
or at Tobruk. It is unquéstionably
very large, ' Cairo has reported
great ammunition and supply
dumps taken intact.
