ment added that the British naval
attache in Madrid called the next
day on the French naval attache,
who denied any plan of moving
French ships but nevertheless gave
the impression he knew the move
was contemplated.

The paper quoted'the French
attache as inquiring, “Do I under-
stand that if the (French) naval
ships tried to come through the
(Gibraltar) straits you would not
allow them to pass?”

The British attache Iinformed
him his assumption was correct.

The Earl of Halifax later advis-
ed Sir Samuel, the paper said, that
“information from Tangier sup-
orted this conclusion that Laval
ntended to send the French fleet
against the De Gaulle colonies.”

The paper also makes referenge
to Prof. Loulg Rougler, author of
the recently published book, ‘“Les
accords  Petain-Churchill,”  who
alleged that the British Govern-
ment concluded a secret agreement
with Marshal Petain in the aut-
umn of 1040.

The document &obed a dispatch
from Winston Churchill to the
British ambassador in Paris, July
13, 1945, saying: It is now desirbale
to publish a fuller account of con-
tacts with Vichy... to insure that
pubile opinion in this country and
still more in France and the United
States should not be misled by a
distorted version of facts put out by
Rougler.”

Mr. Churchill in the House of
Commong July 12, and the Forelgn
Office July 17, denied Prof. Roug-
fer's allegation.
