ANGLO-FRENCH
MOVES CHANGE
NAZI ATTITUDE

Strengthening Of De-
mocracies  Causes
Apprehension In
High Berlin Circles.

Press Foreign Staff)
BERLIN, April 11—Chancellor
Hitler was represented by an in-
formed Nazi source tonight as be-
ing convinced that Great Britain
and France might decide this year
is the best for challenging ex-
panding Germany and Italy.

This conviction was said to be
gd on the Anglo.French guar-
antées of Poland’s independence
and reports that Britain was plan-
ning a similar promise to Greece
and other southeastern countries.
The informant asserted that al-
most overnight Germans have
come to believe that their prob-
lem has become one of staving
off a possible day of reckoning.
Hitler was reliably reported to
hawe told various visitors during
the weekend how happy he was
over the Italian occupation of Al.
bania because thereby he consid-
ered the danger of an immediate
conflict over Tunisia was averted.
(Tunisia, a French protectorate in
North Africa, is one cbject of an
Italian campaign for territory and
concessions from France,

Will Bide Time
The informant expressed a firm
belief that in the coming months
Hitler would do nothing that
might provoke active armed in
tervention by Britain and France,
but said that apprehension pre-
vailed in high Berlin circles lest
the French and British strike.
It was observed here, with some
uneasiness, that Premier Daladier
of France has been “ominously
quiet.”
A change has become notice-
able in the Nazl propaganda pol-
icy, which hitherto has been em-
phasizing the strength of Ger-
many's vossible enemies.
The imperturbable srtength of
the Rome-Berlin Axis now is
stressed in & wide campaign to
represent the Axis powers as the
only elements of stability in Bur-

ope.

“As 10 those animals which do
not serve for food, and which
therefore the law holds (o have no
inurinsic value, as dogs of all sorts,
and other creatures kept for whim
and pleasure, though a man may
have a base property therein and
maintain a civil action for the loss
of them, yet they are not of such
estimadon as that the crime of
steal em amoun( to larceny.
But by the statute 10 George III c.
18 very high pecuniary penalties or
a long imprisonment and whl';g)lng
in their stead may be inflicted hy
two justices of the peace on such
as steal, or knowingly harbor a
stolen dog, or have in their custody
the skin of a dog that has been
stolen.”
Moreover, we have now a condit=
ion that did not exist in Black-
swone’s day, the breeding of pure
bred dogs, in which is invested mil-
lions of dollars in England, in the
United States, in Canada, and
throughou; the civilized world. An
auchority says that fifty mitlion
dollars are invested alone in the
lanis and fac.ories for the product-
on of fcod, remedie; and supplies
for man’s_best friend.
80, while it may appear to be a
matter of relatively small import-
ance that a single citizen’s property
rights in his dog are endangered by
the statute, it becomes of more con-
sequence when viewed in relation
to the actuai investments affecting
these animals on the whole.
Even though we may concede that
the full property right in a dog has
not been clearly
conceive it to be our duty to protect
what property right exists. For if a
statute can so lightly void a minor
property right y  depriving the
owner of a valuable dog from any
redress as does the Doz Act in sec-
tion 5, we have reasons to fear for
more impor.ant preperty rights.
We,herefore, steadfastly main-
tain that before any citizen is de-
prived of his-doz on which he has
paid his dog tax, he should be per-
mitted to hear before the courts on
what grounds such acdon is pro=-
posed and to offer any defence that
may exist. That if the defence is
not adequate so that the destruc.-
jon of the dog seems nece sary,
that destruction should be actom_
plished in a humane and I:gal
manner, apd not by any chance
owner or in any chance fashion, in-
volving poss:bilities of excruciating
cruelty to the animal
