The morals of the sturdy Prinee
Edward Islanders have always Been
rectangular and prohibition was
naturally added to the other virtues
whlch the Islandeu practise. It was,
as you might say, one of the fruits
of the spirit. When Prince Edward
Island enibraced prohibition it did
not reckon with the bootlegger who,
as Senator Hughes, alleges, has made
prohibition of no avall—the bootlegg-
er and the nine-dollar-a-gallon excise
on._alcohol levied by the Dominion
.Goyernment. This nine-dollar tax is
taken as a cost basis by the bootlegg-
er who prices his wares accordingly.
Even Jamalca rum, once as prevalent
as dew, Is now as precious as rubles
and Prince Edward Island groans un-
der the outrage.

We do not find it in our heart to
censure Prince Edward Island for
wanting prohibition and at the same
time wanting a drink at a reason-
able price—~that 18 a failing of hu-
man nature—but we do feel moved
to chide the Government at Ottawa
for making prohibition so expensive.
It is true that Ottawa has said all
along that prohibition is a local affalr
and that the Dominion Government
