BOUTHERN BEAN SOUP

One pint of hominy heuu 2 quam
of water, 1 onion, 1 tgblespoonml
of butter, 1 potato, 1 ham bone;
seasoning of salt and pepper. Soak
the beang in the. wal over night,
then add the ‘oni gliced and fried
in the butter, the bone, the po-
tato, par-boiled and cut lnto small
pieces, and seasoning of salt and
pepper. Allow. to simmer for five
hours, skimming oceasionally. Rub
through , colander.

TOMATO FRITTERS

One pint of canned tomatces, i
tablespoonful of sugar, 1 tablespoon-
ful of finely chopped onions, salt and
pepper to taste; 2 tablespoonful of
butter, ' 2 rounding tablespoonfuls of
cornstarch, 1 egg, breadcrumbs. Rub
the tomatoes through tne colander
and add the sugar, onion, salt and
pepper. Put intp a saucepan and
boil up well. Blend the butter and
cornstarch ipn another pan over the
fire. Draw the tomatoes to one side
and stir in the paste. Let the mix-
ture. cook for g fewn minutes untjl
very thick, stirring constantly, thén
remove from the fire and stir in the
yolk of the egg. Pour into shallow
buttered pans, and when cold, cut
into circles with a round biscuit-cut-
ter. Beat up the white of the egg,
brush over the rounds with it,
toss - in fine breadcrumbs and fry.
These fritters may be fried ip a fry-
ing- basket in deep fat or in » small
quantity of fat in g frying-pan un-
til they are crisp and brown on both
gides. They should be served piping
hot and are excellent with meats of
all kinds, and especially with fish or
with pork.

COCOANUT INDIAN PUDDING

One tablespoonful of chopped co-
coanut, 2 tablespoonfuls of Indian
meal, 1 tablespoonful of instantan-
eous tapioca, % cupful of molasses,
1 cupful of sugar, 1 tablespoonful of
butter, . 1 quart of milk, pinch of

salt. Mix all the ingredients togeth-

er, then pour them into a buttered,
fireproof dish and bake slowly ' for
two hours. Serve hot, with milk, If
pearl tapioca is used it must be
soalfed overnight,
