(Cleaning iﬁg_"s

To save the expense of sending a
rug to the cleaners, remove all
loose dirt from the rug, and then
test therug as to fast color, using
an obscure corner. Make a ielly by
dissolving neutral soap flakes and
water In the proportion of one of
soap to five of water; let it cool;
then whip into a thick lather, like
shaving lather.

Place the rug on a table of com-
fortable height and apply this with
a small soft brush, using a cirey-
lar motion, and. scryb a small area
at a time, Do not let the "uz he-
come thorouchly wet; when finish-
ed washing, the back should be as
dry as before starting,

If the rug is large, whip up only
small amounts of the lather at one
time. Have two pans of clean water
and two soft cloths at hand to rinse
off the lather at once. Wring cloths
4 medium dry and use the water from
one pan for a first rinsine, then
from the other for a second. Change
water frequently, as much of the

Mr. Hanson: What is the situa-
tion to-day in Prince Edward Is-
land? That little province, purely
agricultural, is represented in this
house by a minister of the crown
holding one of the most important
portfolios in the government by an
eminent gentleman frogm the city
of Montreal, and by two local mem-
bers.

“Unfortunately Too Late”

There should be marketing leg-
islation such as that for which my
hon, friend to my left. the mem-
ber for Yale (Mr. Stirling), has
pleaded.

“It is, unfortunately, too 'ate
to do much in this direction
for the - present year., Nobody
anticipated such a disastrously
low piice for potatoes in Octo-
ber and November. or steps
would undoubtedly have been
taken earlier in the season.
The very farmers who needed
assistance, namely those who
had not the facilities or were
not financia'ly able to keep
their potatoes, were forced to
sell them in October and Nov=-
ember at a ridiculously low
price, and far below the cost
of pnioduction and were thus
deprived of any advantage from
their principal cash crep. I am
tin hopes that the more pros-
perous farmers, who were able
to retain their potatoes, will ol-
tain a better price for them
through the winter and spiing
I should strongly recommend,
however, that steps should be
taken in good time for the
stabilization of next year's pot-
ato market.

Wood Island Ferry

Here Is the fourth suggestion of
this Liberal pramier of Prince Ed-
ward Island;

4. The farmers of the cent-
ral and eastern portion of the
province have been deprived of
the expected benefits of the
Wood Islands ferry, which
would have given them a great-
ly improved transportation to
the mainland, particularly for-
produce . The provinee
has cheerfully submitted to the
loss of this seivice in so far as
it was considered to be bona
fide necessary war purposes.
But, unfortunately, our people
cannot be persuaded that the
requisitioning of the two very
ships which were provided for
this service was altcgether due
to war necessities, nor has the
precedute regarding compensa-
tion commended itse!f to those
fn this province who have been
familiar with the detailed s'eps
followed. After the requisition-
img of the first ship, the pro-

vinecial government felt abliged
to come to -the financial assist-
ance of the ferry company, as
this appeared to be the only
way in which the second ship
cou'd be provided. The second
ship was purchased with the
full knowledge and approval of
the ¢ inion authorities, and !
seven or eght months and a
great deal of money speat in |
recenditioning her, practically |
every step being taken in con-
sultation with dominion de-
partments, But curicusly en-
ough, just at the moment she
was ready for service, it was
suddenly discovered that she
was absolutely necessary for
naval purposes. The res=ulting
loss of the service and the
seemingly unnecessary difficul-
ties encountered in obtaining
compensation have placed both !
the feiry company and the pro- |
vincial government in an em-
barrassing position, which hay
not yet been resolved.”

Mr. King’s Reply

The Prime Minister replied to
that -letter on the 2nd day of Jan-
uary, and at great length. 1 will
et read the whole of ‘the letter.
He begins by saying that he has
had an oppo'tunitv of discussing
with his colleague “the representa-
tions of your letters of December
the 13th", and “I prcpose to set
out the position of the goverryment
on each of the questions you have
raised.”

First, he deals with the process-
ing tax. Thut has already beea dealt
wilh. Second. he refers to the diffi-
culties experienced by the potato
farmers as a result of the poor
market “this season.” Then he goes
on to deal with the situation in the
United States, and he says, “It is
difficult to see how low prices
cculd have been avoided.” Then he
states;

“The present surplus of pota-
toes, unlike that of app'es. can-
not. be attributed to the effects,
of the war, since Canadian
potatoes do not ordinarily go to
European markets, Potato
marketing problems are largely
domestic, and it may be that
some voluntary limitation of pro-
ductiox might help, though ex-
nm‘ienqe would indicate that a
reduction usually follows nat-
urally uafter a season of low
prices. Coperative marketing, of
course, might offer some pos-
sibilities by enabling all produc-
ers to do the sort of orderly mar-
keting that the more prosper-
ous farmers in Prince Edward
Island are evidently attempting.”

winds up with a defence of the
increases in fertilizers, discussing
the law of supply and demand.
This is his conclusion:

‘“There can be only one sat-
isfactory solution of the pro-
blems which face our farmers
That solution is the defeat of

__the aggressors and the destruc-
tlom of the totalitarian order,

No. section of our community
has so direct an economic inter-
est in the defeat of nazi Ger-
many as our primary produc-
ers- of foodstuffs, That, alone,
will make possible the opening
of the channels of trade, and

the restoration of markets for
our exportable surpluses, With-
out world markets, there can

be no prosperity for our great
primary industry.’”

The farmmer of Prince Edward
Island is to'd, expressly and by
implication, that if he can hold
on until after the war he may
possibly get some relief. T suggest
to you. Mr. Speaker, and to the
house that the farmers of Prince
Edward Island, the farmers of New
Brunswick, and the other farmers
of Canada. the hog producers and
the potato growers, sply cannot
wait until that happy day_ arrives.

Acid ‘In»j'e‘ctionsm
Halt Pellagra

BIRMINGHAM, Ala, —Dr. Tom
Spies, who began a campaign to
control pellagra after his mother
died of the disease when he was a
child, reported recently he had
treated more than 4,000 cases in
five years without ksing a patient.

Dr. Spies studied medicine at the
University of Cincinnati, but it was
in the South where he found the
natural laboratory for his work —
in the meat meal and molasses velt
of Albama, where pellagra raged
unchecked among poor people.

Five years ago Dr. Spies obtain-
ed leave of absence from the Cin-
cinnati school and went to work at
Hillman hospital here with money
supplied by various health founda-
tions.

He began experimenting with
nicotinic acid, which a German
scientist had developed in 1867 from
nicotine, a deadly poison First he
injected the acld into his own body.
preferring to risk his own life rath-
er than those of actual pellagra
sufferers,

When he suffered no il effects
from the injections, he pegar treat-
ing the men, women and children
who flocked to the hospital seek-
| ing relief from the disease which
had sapped their vitality.

Among the 4,000 cases treated in
the last five years, Dr. Spies said,
were many advanced ones who
seemed to improve “almost miracu-
lously.” Many who had been con-
fined to asylums with insanity re-
sulting from late stages of the dis-
case were able to return to their
families,

With his anti-pellagra work far
advanced. Dr. Spies is branching
into other fields of medical re-
search,

Preliminary studies have led him
to believe that pyorrhea, forerun-
ner of tooth decay, may be due to
some form of diet deficiency.

He predicts that the time is not
far away when bakers and other
food manufacturers will place vita-
mins and nicotinic acid extract into
basic foods to forestall such mala-
gms as pellagra, scurvy and pyorr-
ea,
