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Postwar Trade Prospects

If Britain is cempelled, by lack of economic
eo-operation from North America, to create a
trading and currency bloc of its own after the
war, the prospect for the world at large will be
bleak indeed, and especially bleak for Canada,
says J. M. Macdonnell, a leading Canadian
businessman and student of international af-
fairs.

How keenly Mr. Macdonnell feels these
dangers is indicated by his decision to abandon
his private business, resign as president of the
Natiomal Trust Company, and enter active poli-
Sies a5 a Conservative' candidate for Par-
liament. Writing in  Saturday Night, Mr.
Macdonnell warns Canada that a sterling
bloc, centred opn London, and a dollar bloc
centred on Washington, would be like millstones
crushing the economy of Canada between them.

“If we have to return to such a world,” he
writes, “the prospect for us in Canada is intoler-
ably bleak. We do not fit in either to a sterling
bloc or a dollar bloc. History and economic de-
velopment have made us part of Europe. Geo-
graphy has made us inescapably North Am-
erican.”

Up to now we have made, as Mr. Mac-
donnell shows, the best of the two possible
worlds, selling more in Britain than we buy
there and using the surplus of money thus ob-
tained to buy in the United States more than
we sell there. But if we lost our British market
and were excluded from a British trading zone,
or sterling bloc, then our whole economy would
be distorted, something like half our old for-
eign markets would be gone overnight in a world
“where the individual large ‘powers will form
groups of trading satellites . . . blocks that will
have currency and other barriers against the rest
of the world, . . . If there is one country above
all others which will suffer if we relapse into a
revival of the isolationism of the 1930’s, or any
approach to it, Canada is that country, We will
be out on the end of a very long limb.”

Mr. Macdonnell admits Britain’s dilemma, It
must survive somehow, shorn of its foreign in-
vestments, its supremacy on the merchant seas.
many of its old markets. If the great ‘“have”
nations like the United States and Canada will
not co-operate with it and trade with it, then
Britain must go it alone and create its own trad-
ing area whether it wants to or not, '

To avoid such a situation, and to save Can-
ada’ from becoming the crushed grain between
the millstones, Mr. Macdonnell Pproposes that
Canada now warn Britain of the political conse-
quences of the sterling-bloc theory—the danger
that it will force Canada into the United States,
But he would not stop with a negative warn-
ing. He would adopt a constructive and help-
ful policy by assuring Britain now of fullest
economic co-operation after the war, of loans,
gifts and Canadian markets,

Canada, he says, is in a perfect position to
utter the warning and offer the solution, The
separation of this nation from the British Com
monwealth, he says, should be 3 prospect intol-
erable to the British people. The prospect of
€o-operation here in post-war reconstruction and
trade will go far to encourage Britain to adopt
policies of multi-lateral world trade, and to
discaurage it from attempting the alternative of
a’self-contained trading bloc,

To Alien Ears

Mr. L. S. B. Shapiro, war correspondent
with the Canadians is authority for the fol-
lowing: The skirl of bagpipes may bring sol-
ace to hearts of Scotsmen, but to alien ears
it is literally heart-rending, particularly on a
dark, rainy night in the midst of a forest.
