Roadwork Neglected

Maj. MacDonald had asked the
Minister of Highways if first pri-
ority in the Government’s paving
program could not be given to
the highway from Poole’s Corner,
Roseneath, to Georgetown, the
County capital, and on to Cardi-
gan and Fortune, connectin with
the paved highway to Souris. He
emphasized the needs of this sec-
tion. A delegation of citizens from
Georgetown had waited on the
Government, and had recelved
definnite assurance that at least
the widening of this road, along
with the work of moving the poles
wund fences where necessary, would
be done last fall. “This work has
not been done at all,” Maj. Mac-
Donald said.

He drew the Government’s at-
tention to a project proposed by
the Canadian Legion for a mem=-
orial school for Georgetown. The
présent school is in  very bad
shape. The Legion  is willing to
contribute 40 per cent to a new
memorial school if the Govern-
ment will put up the other 60 per
cent. They would practically do
the work themselves, and it would
provide a lot of employment.

He also called attention to the
bridge at Montague which is very
narrow and which if it could
widened, would be of great assist-
ance to traffic,

“The road from the pavement
to the station at Montague is of-
ten very muddy and difficult for
hauling,” Maj. MacDonald contin-
ued. “The distance is between 100
and 200 yards. I suggest that the
Government consider paving this
section: also, if and when the pav-
ing is extended to Cardigan that
i: should be extended to the sta-
tion.”

We should
give them an opportunity to org-
anize and be protected by law, It
will be really much better for the
employers and the workers.”
