“The Strongest Memory is Weaker Than
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A New Departure

A ncw departure in civic government was
[naugurated on Monday when the City Clerk of
Charlottetown, Mr. James Fullerton, appear~d
before an exclusive club to give an account of
the Council’'s stewardship, and, it must be
said, excelled limself in the part. Previously,
and ordinarily, it is the elccted representatives
of the electors who discharge this duty, for it is
they, and not the paid officials, whom the tax-
payers hold responsible for the faithful dis-
charge or otherwise of their civic duties. The
fact that the present City Council has allocated
to the City Clerk the privilege of speaking on
their behalf s 1ndicative of two things (a) the
growing tendency to bureaucratic control, and
(b) the comfidence and esteem in which the
City Clerk i held by the Mayor and City
Council. 1¢ is certainly an innovation in civic
government for an official to be put forward on
the eve of an election to submit to the electors
an account of the stewardship of the retiring
Mayor and Councillors.

But this apart, Mr. Fullerton is to be con-
gratulated on the review of the city affairs
which he has submitted. It gives the average
citizen and taxpayer an insight into city ad-
ministration and problems, which, it is safe to
say, no individual City Councillor could have
given in the brief time at his disposal. He has
shown that notwithstanding, aud probably be-
cause of criticisms, for criticism is the life-blood
of sound administration, the City Council dur-
ing the past four years has made very consid-
erable headwav both financially and progressive-
ly. Judgimg Ly the high place City bonds hold
in the esteem of banks and investment brokers,
certainly CRarlottetown has no reason to be
ashamed of its civic government, rather to be
proud of the fact that it has attained a Can-
adian-wide reputation among investors as a
municipality whose bonds it is worthwhile to
possess among gilt-edge investments. But do
not allow ourselves to be carried away with
the idea that there is no need or room
for improvement. Were it not for the roused
public interest in civic affairs inaugurated some
months ago by the Junior Chamber of Com-
merce, it is unlikely we would have got the of-
ficial informaticn on civic affairs given by the
City Clerk, and one may feel assured that as
the result of the forthcoming election, some rep-
resentatives will be elected who may be able
to express as clearly, effectively and cogently
“the case for the defence,” when next the Coun-
eil is called before the bar of the electorate.

Election In Newfoundland

« In 1933 the Newfoundland Parliament vol-
warily rencunced its Dominion status in fav-
our of Government by a Commission appoint-
ed by the King. Now the island is once more to
be given the opportunity to decide what form
its administration will take, according to a state-
ment made to the United Kingdom House of

Commons last month by Prime Min-
ister Attlee. This promise carries out the
policy stated by the Coalition Government in

December, 1947, now endorsed by the Labour
Government.  Mr. Attlee’s connection with the
welfare of Newfoundland is close, since, in
September, 1042 he visited the island in his
capacity of Secretary of State for the Domin-
ions, in order to discover how the people there
felt about tlie restoration of their constitution.

Newfourdland, which previously was a
fully, scli-governing Domimon, experienced fin-

ancial difficulties during the depression. After
borrowing heavily for some years, she found
herself unalic to pay interest on her debts. A
financial crisis developed in 1933, leading to the
appointment of o Royal Commission of Inquiry.
It was after this investigation that the New-
foundland Parliament asked Britain to take re-
sponsibility for hier administrative and financial
problems until she could herself develop finan-
cial stability.  S.nce that time the island has been
administered b+ a Governor and gix Commis-

sioners, three of them Newfoundlanders, and
three from the United Kingdom, appointed by
the King.

During the war the island assumed im-
portance as a naval and ar base with conse-
quent improve.aent in economic conditions. In
1041 she balanced her budget without a grant-
in-aid from Pritain for the tirst time since 1933,

and in 1942 :he had a surplus of $7.000,000 from
a total revenve of $23,000,000. It may be, of
course, that this wartime prosperity is only temp-
orary,

Mr., Atidee announced that as early m 1946
as the Newfoundland climate permits, a Con-
vention is to be elected, with all adults voting:
The Conventicn is to considér and  discuss
changes that huve occurred in the financial and
economic situation of the 1sland since 1934,
“bearing in mind the extent to which the high
revenues of recent years have been due to war-
time conditions.,” Tt is also to “make recom-
mendations (o His Majesty's Government as to
possible fortis of future governmeat which
should be put before the people (of Newfound-
land) at a national referendum.”  Mr. Attlee
said: “In ocder to assist the Convention His
Majesty's Government will make available to
it when it ineets. the services of an expert ad-

_ wviser who could give guidance on constitutional
forms and procedure; and they will also pre-
pare for the use of the Convention a factual
and objective statement of the islund’s financial
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and economic situation,”

He wished the fairest possible start to any
new Goverrment which mught take over, but
warned that Britain must be careful about mak-
ing financial commitments which, in view of the
special difficulties of the next few years, might
be difficult to honour.

There will be no general election this year
as has been suggested in some quarters. The
general picture is, says The Letter-Review, that
there can be little doubt that a majority of pub-
lic opinion could be mobilized against the Gov-
ernment, if the largest Opposition group, the
Progressive Conservatives, had the nerve to
come out and fight for a restoration of liberty,
without leaderskip from an active political
group this mobilization will not take place; the
Administration will continue to have more sup-
port than any other group, or combination of
groups which might be likely to defeat the
Government. In such circumstances, there
seems to be nothing which the Prime Minister
can grasp, as yet, to offer to the public as evi-
dence that there should be an election, and his
administration be returned. It is only against
an Opposition which is visibly on its way up
that the Prime Minister has ever thought it
worth while to spring an election ahead of
time; to evolve one of those tricks, such as the
Byng episode, which might stampede a lot of
voters. He is sitting pretty at present, and it
would be only if the Opposition puts up a
more skilful fight in the next House that there
will come up any question of a general elec-
tion.

A C. N. K. request that the City of Saint
John take over the cleaning of snow from side-
walks for whick the railroad is responsible has
been referred to the director of works and the
chief of police. They are to confer with Mr,
J. H. Swetnam, terminal superintendent, on the
subject, and have power to act on their decis-
jon. A letter from Mr. Swetnam called atten-
tion to the recent action of the city police force
in enforcing thc snow removal bylaws and esti-
mated that the C. N. R. would have about 1,500
feet of sidewallis from which to clear the snow.

War Department records list
eighteen general officers killed or
mortally wounded in action during
the war besides five more who have
been “missing” after combat air
operations for so long that there
can not be much hope of their
survival.  Among these twenty-
three high-ranking casualties are
three lieutenant generals and threa
major generals. Nine more general
officers were killed in airplanc ac-
cidents; one brigadier general died
of exposure suffered on a combat
flight over Europe when he re-
placed a dead machine gunner at a
})ost which had been opened to the
cy windstream. Fourteen others,
including six major generals, are
listed as wounded in action. In this
war generals did not by any
means always die in bed. — New
York Herald Tribune.

It is ourious to note that Ralph
Waldo Emerson, “the Sage of Con-
cord,” who foresaw so many things,
foresaw atomic energy also, and
it is interesting to note that his
confident optimism made him cer-
tain that it would mean the end of
war. a lecture on The Fortune

not a million energies, the discov-
ery of any ong of which could
change of the art of war again,
and fut an end to war by th2 ex-
terminating forces men can ap-
ply.”—Montreal Gazette,

The Min-
istry of Food said that the .mid-
dle-aged spread has practically
disappeared in Britain during the
war. Normal weight curves show
an increase up to the age of 55 af-
ter which a gradual loss sets in.
Wartime curves show the increase
to cease at 33. —Winnipeg Free
Press.

If the earth’s multiplied popula-
lation were distributed evenly all
over the earth’s surface, only three
out of each 10 would ever see a
snowfall. Snow never falls upon
70 })ercmt. of the earth’s surface.
It is a novel thought that the
majority of the world’s population
does not know what snow is except
from hearsay. To read, as most of
us have ,the lines which tell of
the first snowfall and of the snow
which began in the gloaming, we
conclude that a snowstorm is one
of the world’s most familiar sights.
But any impression that a famil-
iarity with snow is universal would
be a profound mistake. It just hap-
pens that most of the world’s lit-
trature is produced in that part
of the world where snowstorms are
common.—Daily Oklahoman.

Another symbol of wartime re-
strictions disappeared from the
life of London on New Year's Day,
‘whenh the Tower of London was
again_opened to the public,
The Toronto Globe and Mail. s
said that visitors took great advan-
tage of the opportunity and flocked
in crowds to see the ancient for-
tress. Not all the sights were there
~—the Crown jewels will remain in
their hiding place in the North
of England until spring—but the
collection of armor and the insiru-
ments of torture were to be seen,
and of course, the colorful Yeoman
of the Guard, the famous Beef-
eaters, stod forth in all their glory.
The Tower suffered a little from
the bombing, but the damage was
relatively superficial, and mainly
in the more “modern” parts. The
Keep. which is the most familiar
feature of the group of buildings
which are fort, palace, prison, bur-
racks, museum and tomb of man
famous people is one of the chief
links with the earliest foundation
of the British nation. It Is said
Julius Caesar had a fort on the
site; Alfred the Great may have
bullt another. The present Tower
was founded by Willlam the Con-
queror in 1087. Some claim that
it is the oldest continuously oc«
cupied military establishment in
the world. For many centuries it
was used as a prison for distin-
guished })ersons who fell afoul of
the displeasure of the Sovereign.
Sir Willlam Wallace, the “Little
Princes,” Sir Walter Raleigh, Sir
Thomas More, Anne Boleyn, Prin-
cess Elizabeth, later the great
Queen and many another were im-
prisoned within its storied walls.
In recent times traitors and spies
have been incarcerated there. Lt,
Norman Baillie Stewart, f{he
Guardsman who was accused of
selling vital information, was there
for a time a few years ago. In this
war only one spy, Josef Jakobs,
was executed in the Tower, a

....We have learned emphaticul-
ly that requests for repatriation
or expatriation are by no means a
significant index of disloyalty or
disaffection....I belleve you may
be interested in the attached copy
of a letter which the Acting Di-
rector of the War Relocation Au-
thority recently sent to Mr. J. .
McDonnell, a member of the House
of Commons. ..

M. M. Tozier,

(From enclosure) :

“The War Department has re-
leased an official listing of all per-
sons of Japanese ancestry....who
served in the Army of the United
States between July 1,
June 30, 1945....Hawalii:
100, and Enlisted Personnel, 10,606;
Mainland: Officers, 142, and Enlist-
ed Personnel 11,783....The record
of the Nisei-in the Army, in both
the European and Pacific theatres,
is superlative. A Report from
Ttaly' stated that there were only
about five boys ever AWOL from
the #42nd Regimental _Combat
Team (composed almost entirely
of Japanese- Americans) and that
those five were men who left a
hospital without permission to go
back to the front lines! Further-
more, the 442nd Regiment |s.snld
to be the most decorated unit in
the American Army....On Novem-
ber 15 the Navy reversed its far-
mer practice of not accepting Nisel
and announced that they are now
eligible for naval service. This an-
nouncement followed a statement
by Admiral Nimitz concerming the
Nisei, ‘I am fully aware that the
majority of Americans of Japan-
ese stock are loyal Americans,
willing to serve their country in
any capacity, and I am sure that
naval personnel everywhere recog-
nize this fact....’ ....No restraint
whatever, that does not apply to
other citfzens, is placed upon Am-
erican Citizens of Japanese ances-
try. However, allens of Japanese
ancestry....are_still under some
surveillance. . .. However, there are
no specific areas from which they
are excluded....It should be em-
phasized in this connection that
only approximately 50,000 of the
112,925 who were evacuated have
returned to or are expected to
return to the four states from which
they were evacuated.”

JAPANESE CANADIANS
Sir,—In tne Forum of Jan. 3rd,
there appeared two letters written
in defence of Japanese Canadians
who are now threatened with ex-
pulsion from their native country
without just cause being shown,
the Prime Minister of Canada hav-
ing announced on the floor of the
House of Commons that no per-
son of Japanese origin in Canada
had been guilty of a single act of
disloyalty, during the recent v:g
with Japan, Alongside of th
two letters there appeared a third
one written by L.V. Hudson, R.A.
AF. Sydney. In this he
vividly describes cruel treatment
which he received at the hands of
Japanese soldiers while he was a
prisoner in Burma.

Now I am not going to accuse
Mr. Hudson of falsification, nor
yet of exaggeration in his descrip-
tion, unless indeed it is in his per-

ard for his meek behaviour towards
his persecutors, and even here I
can easily imagine there is a touch
of shrewd !rony for his readers.
But nevertheless I do protest that
Mr. Hudson's letter is untimely
and unfair when placed alongside
of the two splendid and reasonable
letters written in defence of jus-
tice for Japunese Canadians.
