May 25.

T¥1e Braganza crew expected to
meet a relief expedition trom the
Norwegian steamship Hobby some
place in the territory surrounding
Brandy Bay.

The two crews, both hoping to
reach General Nobile and the five
men remaining in his immediate
party, cut across the icebound
wastes searching for any members
of the crew.

The five men with the Italian ex-
plorer are suffering from severely
cold-bitten hands and from lack of
food, which only s alleviated
through a careful rationing of com-
pressed food.
