NEW YORK, Aug. 9.— Backed by
the millions of John D. Rockefeller,
Dr. Hidyo Noguchi, “the strategist ot
bacterfology,” hus set out to find a
cure for infantile paralysis.

The disease today killed and at-
tacked more than 200 more babies,
bringing the .total deaths to 1,068 out
of 4,842 reported cases. Deputy
Health Commissioner Billings said the
city ‘could expect 10,000 cases before
the epidemic 18 controlled.
