1/3 oup shortening

% cup sugar

3 egg yolks

1 egg white

2 cups sifted flour

3% teaspoons baking powder

% teaspoon salt

% cup milk

% teaspoon vanilla

2 large peaches

Sugar to taste.

METHOD: Cream the shorten-
ing and gradually oream in the
sugar. Beat the egg yolks and the
egg white together and then add to
the creamed mixture and beat until
the mixture is light and fluffy,

Sift the flour once, measure and
sift again with the baking powder
and the salt. Add this to the cream~
ed mixture alternately with the
milk, a small amount of each at a
time. Add the vanilla and then pour
the batter into two layer cake pans
that have either been greased or
lined with wax paper,

Bake in a moderate oven (375 deg.
F.) for about 25 minutes. Remove
from the oven when done and in.
vert on a cake rack to cool.

To Serve

Peel and slice the peaches and
sweeten these to taste, When the
sugar is all dissolved on these, fill
the layers of cake with them. Cut
the cake in ple-shaped wedges and
serve completely immersed in
peach fluff—made as follows:

Peach Fluff
1 peach, peeled and mashed
2 egg whites
% cups sugar
