“Im_speaking é few weeks ago #o
the Women’s Canadian Club in
Ottawa I ventured to be impertin-
ent enough to try to point out what

us as some of the differen-
ces between England and Oanada.
I went on, even more impertin-
ently, and criticised some of the
things we found in Ottawa in com-
parison with what we found in
England. You will be horrified
when I tell you that one of the
things we found to criticise was
Canadian potatoes. I need hardly
say, however, that I was criticising
the potatoes of Ontario. If we in
Ottawa had the opportunity of see-
ing more of Prince Edward Island
potatoes, I indeed might hesitate
&0 make any disparaging remarks.”

Sir Franeis then referred to the
establishment of his office and the
‘duties connected with it. Just as
Canada for many years has had
her High Commissioner in London,
s0 Great Britain has now her High

issioner at Ottawa to repre-
semt the British Government in
any negotiations they may desire to
have with the Canadian Govern-
ment, to act as the eyes and ears
of the Government at home, report
to them what Canadians are doing
and thinking about, but also to act
as their agent in any business that
they desire to have here.

“It i an extraordinarily inter-
esting job, and one that I wouldnt
have missed for anything,” the
speaker confessed. “Before coming
here I spent the whole of my of-
ficial life. of more than forty years,
in the various departments of gov-
ernment in London. I have spent
an jmmense amount of time on the
same kind of problems which your
government departments have to
deal with here.

“One of the principal duties of

Something like
one-fifth of our whole working
population are direetly dependent
on the maintenence of an aetive
export trade, and some of the for-
elgn countries from whom we buy
