day her progeny ranks even less
than a third rate world power.
“What lessons are we to learn
from these once powerful nations
—are we to consider that present
i day Increased knowledge in the
, art of war and self destruction tn
' be s sure guarantee of our sur-
vival? The Cartagenlan Empire
produced the counterpart of our
modern tank when they produced

trained elephants; and the Ro-
mans were constantly {improving
upon their weapons; yet these

empires decayed.

“This country of ours has been
! sccupied by white men for slight-
iy more than three hundred years,
, 'owever, in the past ten years a

very definite consciousness has
grown up within our borders re-
i garding our status as a nation—
and men everywhere in Canada
are beginning .to wonder whal
part must be played by the in-
dividual to foster this new sense
of responsibility.

“Are we to drift into a situation
similar to former countries and
nati?as whose empires have sunk
into obscurity? Are we some day
to read the self same words as

hand-en-the walls-of-Balthazor s
banquet hall—the first of which
“thou are weighed in the balance
and found wanting’ announcing
the death of an empire?

“We must realize that nations
ose their Identity from compara-
Uvely few sources. Disregarding
geographical and climatic changes
we may say that nations fall into
obscurity as a result of weakiess
from within or because of aclion
on the part of an aggressor na-
llon from without. Or, as is read-
\ly seen, a combination of both—
for any apparent weakness is but
als open invitation to the stronger
nation.

Internal Forces

“Assuming that Canada is a na-
tlon and assuming that she Is cap-

growth, in other words that she
is destined by all visible signs to
be one of the world’s great na-
fions, what, we must ask our-
selves, is the possiblity of internal
decay? What are the forces with-
in our borders now working to
dcstroy or retard the growth of
nationhood?

“It is a pretty wel] established
fact that there are soclal injus-
!lces—consider our slums, our
sweat-shop activity; there are
political and religious animosities
as well as raclal intolerances that
ge far to help disunite these sev-
eral groups that could retain their
identities yet still unite on the
question of Canadianism. This is
» matter of education. I feel we
are entering upon an era of na-
tionhood and assuming responsi-
biiitles and citizenship hitherto
little thought of by the man in
the street.

“It must also be stressed that
the strength of a natlon lies tn
the mora] Integrity of its people.
It i3 also necessary to realize thal
& large part of mankind has noi
rad the advantage of a good
elementary training. The courts
ate filled with youngsters and
g ownups who are not really to
blame, because they lack the
proper moral training. This is an
asze old problem the solution of
which {s made more difficult if
tae intelligentia 18 convinced or
who pattern their lives on the
philosophy that good and evil are
elative.

“In this respect let me quote
from a recent publication (Human
Destiny). ‘Most men need either
centimental, spiritual, or rational
tarriers. Learned people who are
fortunate enough to have been
vorn intelligent, and who have
nhad the privilege of education and
iLstruotion should realize that a
great responsibility rests on their
shoulders, If they have not suc-
ceeded In convincing themselves
lat there {8 a God, and that the
highest human values are moral
and spiritua] let them ponder the
question and ask themselves hon-
estly whether thelr negative con-
viction is of a scientific or senti-
mental value.

“It behooves us therefore, to
read, to study, to educate our-
seives and our children to a proper
sense of this responsibility.

“The next fifty years will de-
termine whether or not Canada i3
tc be a nation in every sense of
tne word.

Aggressor Nations

“So much for internal weak-
less. What is there to fear from
aggressor nations? Gentlemen, in
my candid and considered opinion
there is grave danger from witi-
cut. T refer to the activity of
Communistic Russia. Were this a
straightforward act of aggres-
sion we could and would readily
do something definite and ade-
quate about it; but, as you weil
know, the undermining strengtn
of fifth column activities have
been and are being employed so
that this insidious, malignant,
cancerous growth of Communism
tas fermented to all corners. of
our country, Today there are In-
stitutions of learning, full fledged
universities offering courses in
esibversive activity.

“Today there are Canadians sub-
sldized by foreign capita] learning
the most efficient methods of de-
stroying Canada as a free demo-
sratic nation. And Canada has
people who In their misguided
complacency, say we need not fear
tuch things or that the ‘Russian
menace’ Is a myth! There are 1n
Canada some who cannot see that
ioday there are fourteen million
people held in slave labor camps

He had a few good years
when the war prices prevailed, and
now to aggravate his difficult pos-
ition, he is being pursued by In-
come Tax collectors, and ordered
to pay, — frequently with interest
and penalties, — large sums of
money arbitrarily assessed against
him by these officlals. . I

Different Circumstances

The plight of the ordinary farm-
er is not much different. One {l-
lustration will be sufficient. By
appeals to his humanity and pat-
riotism and by assurances of a
reasonable profit, the farmer was
urged to work and produce to the
limit, and was assured a profit-|
able market for his bacon, poultry
and dairy products. He worked
accordingly and made heavy in-
vestments in livestock, buildings
and equipment.

The QGovernment record in the
administration of the major pub-
lic services is no more satisfactory
than in relation to our basic in-
dustries. In the Highways Depart-
ment there has been a great flurry
of activity since the election be-
came imminent. Apart from this
election work, the secondary roads
and even some of the principal
primary highways, present a dis-
couraging picture, {llustrating years
of disregard and neglect,

In. the important field of edu-
cation, there has been serious fail-
ure. The Government has talked
much of its great Regional High
School projects, but these are still
nothing more than mere promises
and vague talk. In the meantime.
the primary schools, the first and
most important unit in the educa-
tlonal plan, have been allowed to
suffer severely through lack of
proper Government assistance. Our
progress in education has been
backward rather than forward,
and It will take years to regain
the ground which we have lost.

Generally, in relation to owe
primary industries and major pube
lic services, 1 submit that the rec-
ord of the Government has been
So very unsatisfactory that it is
the plain duty of every independ-
ent elector to mark his ballot
agalnst the Government candidate
on Election Day.
