‘hichi-began on April 1st last the total revenue of the
Dominion has amounted to $73,243,514.59 or dn aver-
age of $12,2o7,25'2‘44 per month. For the whole of the
last fiscal year, of which four months were ante-bellum
the reveune amounted to $133,073,451.73. In his budx
get speécht of February last in which the special - war
taxes were imposed and the duties of customs raised
seven and a half and five per cent. upon the general and
preferential tariff rates, the minister of finance stated
that unless additional taxation measures were adopted
the revenue of the Dominion for the present fiscal year
would on the then basis of taxation not exceed $120,-
000,000 or an average of $10,000,000 per month.

He said'further that it was necessary to face the
situation and raise an additional $30,000,000 of addi-
tional revenue which would make a total of $150,000,-
000 for the present year in order that the finances of
the Dominion might be established on a sound basis.
It now appears that the expectation of the minister will
be realized, as the first six months revenue has reached
$73,243,514.50. It was from September 1st last year
that the heavy losses of from three to four millions
per month \lvcrg'expcricnced. The budget of ‘February
at once arréétéd the decline of revenue and placed it
upon the basis of the preceding year, which was before
the war. Since the budget the Dominion’s revenues
have been as large as they would have been had there
been no war, and for the “first half of the fiscal year
fiftcen million dollars more than this would have been
had the new measures-of taxation not been adopted.

On the side of ordinary expenditures the govern-
ment has been able to affect very substantial reduc-
tions. For the first six months of the preéent fiscal
year there is a reduction on o\rdinary account of no less
than $9,2;;4,ot6.84 over that of the corresponding per-
