Statement By
Justice Minister

Following is the Hansard text
of the question asked by Mr. W.
Chester 8. McLure, and the an-
swer by Justice Minister St.
Laurent, in the House of Oom-
mons on July 23 with regard to
the appointment of a fourth
Supreme Court Judge for this
Province. The question was raised
during discussion on a bill to in-
crease judges’ salaries:

Mr. McLure: “Mr. Chairman, I
seldom enter into a discussion of
bills of this kind, for the reason
that I am not a lawyer and the
legal fraternity are well able 10
take care of them. But I desire
to direct a question to the Minis-
ter of Justice which deals with
the judiclary of my Province,
Prince Edward Island. The mat-
ter I shall mention I have often

“In Prince Edward Island the
Supreme Court which consists of
three judges as at present consti-
tuted, we have no real court of
appeal. I understand that when
a judgment is given by one judge
an appeal may be heard only by
the remaining two judges of the
Supreme Court bench, with the
result that if - they disagree, as
often happens, the trial judgment }
stands, even when the appeal
judges disagree on points not even
raised before these trial judges. I
might also mention that the out-

That the Dominion Govern-
ment has failed in its constitut-
1onal obligation to provide Prince
tBdward Island with an adequate
court of appeal in accord with the
expressed will of the Legislature,
was the view expressed to a
Guardian representative yesterday
by Mr. W. E Bentley, K.C, sec-
retary of the Law Soclety of Prince
Edward Island.

Queried with regard to a recent
statement in the House of Com-
mons by Justice Minister St
Laurent on the subject of provid-
ing a fourth Supreme Court judge
to insure an appeal court of three
judges, Mr. Bentley said:

“Under the provisions of the
British North America Act, 1867,
certain dutles and obligations are
imposed upon the Province; oth-
ers upon the Dominion. It is the
duty of the Province, for instance,
to declare what courts shall be
constituted. This is done in the
form of a provincial statute. Tt
then becomes the duty of the
Dominion Government to make
appointments to the Judiclary so
constituted.

“Suchh a statute was passed by
the Prince Edward Island Legis-
lature in 1922. Chapter 6 of the
statutes of that year enacted that
‘the bench of the said Supreme
Court shall be composed of &
Chief Justice and three other
Judges. That Act was enacted in
May, 1922. and was well within
the legislative authority of the
Provincial Legislature, under Sec-
tion 92 (14) of the B.N.A. Act,
1867, Section 92 (14) declares that
“n each Province the Legislature
may exclusively make laws in re-
lation to matters coming within
the class of subjects next herein-
after enumerated, that s to say:
114) The administration of Jjus-
tice in thé Province, including the
.constitution,  maintenance and or-
“ganizatiolt of Provincial OCourts?

“The Act of 1922 was thus with-
in the exclusive legislative juris-
diction of the Prince Edward Is-
land Legzislature. The Act has been
re-enacted on several occasions,-
for example, 1937, chapter 20, and
1940, chapter 35 and is stili the
law.

Minister’s Admission

“The Hon. L. St. Laurent. Min-
ister of Justice, in his speech in
Parliament on Tuesday last ad-
mits that the constitution of the
Courts of the Province is a mat-
ter within .the jurisdiction of the
Legislature of the Province. Re-
ferring to the people of Prince
Edward Island Mr. St. Laurent
declares: ‘They are the ones who
determine what courts they will
have and how many Judges con-
stitute the bench of each Court.

TAX POLICY ON CO-OPERATIVES IS MODIFIED

BNA. Act Violated By

Commons Now
Making Study
Of Proposals

OTTAWA, July 28—Acting Fin-
ance Minister Abbott today an-
nounced in the Commons the
Governmernt has decided to make
a three-way modification in its
proposals to tax co-operatives.

As the House, in committee
stage, reached budget resolutions
dealing with co-operatives, he an-
nounced:—

1, For taxation purposes, co-
cperative organizations will be ale
lowed 12 months instead of six
months, as proposed in the reso-
lutions, to pay patignage divi-
dends.

2, The provision that
expended by an organization in
the purchase of the interest of
members would be exempted only
if that interest had been acquired
after 1941 will be removed.

3. Provision will be made where-
by a co-operative which wishes to
pay patronage dividends only to
members or at a lower rate to
non-members will be able to treat
such patronage dividends as a
deduction from taxable Iincome,
provided they pay tax on income
arising from non-member busi-
ness.
