THE RETURNED SOLDIER.

Replying voluntarily to a . circular
letter sent out by the Director of Re-
patriation, many of the large em-
ployers of labour in Canada explain-
ed—without being asked to do so—
what they were doing, not only to re-
employ former employees who went
to the front, but also to. give positions
to other returned soldiers.

The questionnaire sent out by the
Repatriation Committee drew atten-
tion to the importance of employers
absorbing iuto industry the 15,000 dis-
abled Canadian soldiers and employ:
ing them in suitable, useful and self.

respecting positions.
The spirit of generous puatriotism
exhibited in these letters from em-

ployers indicates that the work of
demobilization is going on wlithout
friction and with much satisfaction.
Extracts from some of the letters
‘will be found to be interesting.

1. The policy of our Company s
to re-employ every returned man who
left our employ to become a soldier,
whether he returns physically fit or
not, and our foreman aund employ-
ment officers have heen so instructed,

2. For the purpose of training dis-
abled men for mechanical positions
we believe it would be better if vo-
cational traing institutions were es-
tablished at many points throughout
where  men would re-

as well’ as other decorations. We
have held his place for the last four
and a half years. We realize that
great patience should be used in the
handling of returned men, and
helieve that most employers realize
this fact and are sympathetic.

wie

6. Every man on- our place who
was fit  enlisted volutarily for over-
seas service,  We are taking back

every returned soldier who was in our
employ previous to the war, whether|
he is disabled.or not. in addition to
this, we dre placing as many olheri
returned soldiers ag possible. [ am
o returned soldier myself and most
of the men in our place enlisted with

me, hence the strong bond of sym-
pathy between employer and em-
ployees.

7. Pifty per cent..of the men
our factory are returned soldiers. I
have found that the best plan is to
take a personal interview with every
one of them as often as possible. If
they canuot be spoken to individually,
they should be spoken to in groups.

8. We had sixty-eight employees
join the forces, and we have so far
made places for all who have returned,
offering advanced wages to them. If
this principle  of advancing  wages
were followed, it would not be diffi-
cult to absorh returned meun.

9. W¢  have found that indoor
workers get restless for a time and
want to get outside for air, stating
